THE OVERWEIGHT CHILD

As children in school if a boy was
thin we called him skinny and it
fat we called him fatty and noth-
ing more was said or thought about
it. Today the boy called skinny
still thinks nothing about it but
the boy called fatty, and his par-
ents don't like the name fatty.

In Bulletin of the New York
Academy of Medicine, Dr. Hilde
Bruch states that obesity (fatness)
has increasingly become the butt of
ridicule and cause for humiliation,
especially amonz young people,
“Many young persons become with-
drawn and seclusive because of the
barrassment of being fat! They
think so enuch about their appear-
ance, due to excess fat, that they
appear to forget their other attri-
butes and become shy, oversensi-
tive, discouraged and depressed.

Excess fat ofterr interferes with
careers as well as marriage. .
While most of us think of fat in-

dividuals as being happy and good
natured. a disposition usually as-
soclated wit overweight, Mr.
Bruch states that many of them
have underlying feelings of unhap-
piness arnx prt on thelr outward
appearance of acceptance as a de-
fense against their inward reaction.

the one outstanding fact which
cannot.be denied i{s that although
heredity or gland disturbance are
partly to blame for excess fat, it is
on'v too true that the overweight
individual, voung or old. is himself
mostlv to blame. He (cr she) sim-
ply eats more food than the bodv
needs sirr-e their particular bodles
do not need as much food to carrv
on the ordinary activitles of mod-
ern life, This means that by cut-
tine down on food intake everv
overweight person is bound to lose
some weight. If he eats plenty of
