“The total amount permitted
under the current 50 per cent
quota is about $118500 per year.
This is because sole leather priccs
were unattractive in England in
the base period.

“In times past, very substantial
quantities of over 1500,000 pounds
of Canadian sole leather have been
sold in England in a single year.
If a million and a half pounds
were sold this year, the net result
to Canadian export trade figures
would be a little short of $750,-

000.
