WITH TWENTY

Was Run Down By D. A. R. Liner Boston
in Thick Fog Only Two Persons
Being Saved—Names of

Victims. ’

The Boston fishing schooner Fame,
about ninety tons commanded by
Cap’t Thomas Fay a native of New-

nineteen men was run into and sunk
on Chaspe’'s Bank at 9 o’clock last
evening hy. the D. A, R. Liner Bos-
;on, Cap’'t McKenzie which arrived
here at two o'clock this mornigg
from Boston.

Of the entire crew but two men
were saved, their names being John
Clark, a native of Newfoundland, re-
siding at KEast Boston and Edward
Pitts,  a native of Halifax, residing
at 161 Bennington St. East Bostion.
The names of the lost, as far as
can be ascertained are Capt.Thomas
ay, Bernard Dacy, Thos. Stapleton,
Michael Melvin, Thos. Powers, anoth-
er Thos. Powers, Thos. Murphy, all
natives of Newfoundland; Michael G.
Carney Boston, Wm. Fisher a Nova
Scotian, one. Ray a native of Salmon

Cachen of Boston.

There was also on board a French-
man belonging to Yarmouth Co.,
N. 8., but his name and those of the
balance of the crew are not known

YARMOUTH, May 27—(Special)— to the survivors.

The Boston was proceeding gt slow
speed at the time of the accident
and her whistle was kept blowing.

The fog was very dense and the
schooner could not be seen or heard
until she was struck, .

The Boston went right through her
just aft of the main rigging and the
Fame sank within three minutes.

The steamer was immediately stop-
ped and boats lowered; one bhoat was
lost overboard by mishap but two
more were in the water immediately.

The cook Pitts, was found with a
life buoy around him, while Clarke
was swimming about.

All the rest of the crew had gone
down. According to the survivors
who were seen this morning the Fame
left Boston four weeks ago Monday
on a smatk fishing trip.

She then had twenty-three men on
board, one of the crew became sick
and was landed at Booth Bay and on
Monday 'a dory containing two men
whose names are unknown strayed
from the vessel and were not seen
again,

It was the Captain’s intention to
have started for home today. He
had a fare of 100,000 Ibs.
