PARIS, Nov. 1—Official an-
nouncement was made tonight
that the Government had summon-
ed General Sarrail, Frengh High
Commissioner in Syria, to Paris to
furnish a full explanation of the
‘Syrian situation. It has also been
decided to appoint a civilian High
Commissioner to Syria. This an-
nouncement was made after a spec
ial -cabinet council convened. to
consider the recent disturbances
in Damascus and the . general un-
rest in Syria.

Pending the arrival in Syria of
the new civilian High Commission-
er, the duties of the office will be
discharged by General Duport, a
member of the Supreme War Coun-
cil, who is now in Syria on a mis-
sion’ of investigation.
