Describes Visit To
Village 0_f Iris

vast Fell I spent a few hours in
the village of Irls, in the south-
ern part of King's County, and
with the thought of this visit siill
in mind, I must tell you about my
sojourn' and the many. beop.e I
had the pleasure of meeting. Iris
is only a few miles inland {iom
the port of Wood Islands, anc is
situated on the railroad wi‘th
runs from Charlottetown to Mur-
ray Harbor. However, the major-
ity of the families in the school
district live about a mile fron. the
station and this s where the
school is located. This means that
the children of the eight or ten
families who live near the rail-
road, have quite a walk to school
but the same situation applies to
those who live in“the west end of
the section.

My trip to Irls was made by car.
Leaving Charlottetown early one
fine Fall morning I travelled the
Montague paved highway as far
as Millview, then I turned right
on the Wood Islands road passing
through the pleturesque village of
Vernon Bridge.

Beautiful Drive

At Orwell Cove 1 turned left and
made my way for several miles on
one of the straightest roads in the
province. .3t is also one of the
most beautiful drives on the Isl-
and especially in the Fall of the
year. Just previous to reaching the
rajlroad at Wood Islands I whze'rd
left again and in the space of ten
or fifteen minutes I entered Iris.
The roads were very good for the
entire distance and I would re-
commend this drive to motorists
who have never travelled this
route.

The general store at the corner
in Iris was the scene of my first
call, Here 1 was greeted by James
McBeth, the proprietor, and his
able assistart, Mrs. Kathryn
Hume, whom 1 had met before
several years ago. During the
course of our conversation Mrs.
Hume's daughter Zelda, who was
home at the time, came in, as also
did Angus McLean, a farmer from
the nearby district of Hopefie:d.

Another store visitor was Mrs.
Clayton Buell. Leaving the store
I talked with Mrs. John R. Mac-
Leod, Mrs. Isaac Stewart and Mrs.
Wm. Ross. I enjoyed a chat with
John Archie MacFadyen who does
some farming and lumbering
Then I called at the home of John
A., MacDonald but his daughter
Bernita informed me tliat the boss
was not home. At one of the many
MacLeods who residé .in the set-
tlement, I made the acquaintance
of Mr. and Mrs. Dan MacLeod.

Continuing on my round ofcalls
I met Napier MacDonald and
Lester Young, and then I went
cn to meet Mrs. Carl McKenzie
whose husband was working in
Borden at that time, and Mrs.
Malcolm MacDonald whose hus-
band was in the lumber woods in
Nova Scotia. Stopping at the home
of John C. McLean, a carpenter
by trade, I couldn’'t find anyone
around the place but just as I
was climbing back into the car I
saw Mrs. McLean coming down
the road s6 I waited and spoke to
her before moving on.

Homes Vacant

Another lady I conversed with
on the roadside, was Mrs, Frank
Young whose husband was em-
ployed by the Department of
Highways.
stopped in to see Chester Mac-
Eachern, who is not-only the post-
master but the mail driver as
well. A nearby store was my next
stopping place, and here I passed
the time of day with its owner,
Jim Gosley. Across the street at
D. A. MacLeod's and Mrs. S. Mac-
Leod, I also saw Mrs. Herman
Buell whose husband is a section-
man on the railroad. Before leav-
ing the village I enquired as to
the name of the school teacher
and was told that it was Mary
MacPherson whose home s in
Little 8ands.

On the day of my visit I noticed
several homes in the district which
were closed up, and on speaking
about this I learned that the ma-
jority of the men who lived in
these places had left to work in
the lumber woods on the main-
land. At the noon hour I returned
to Jim McBeth's store where T
lunched on cookies, bologna and a
bottle of ginger-ale. — (Island
Traveller in the Halifax Herald).
