Farmers Week

Always a matter of prime intgrest and im-
portance is Farmers’ Week, during which per-
jod the annual meetings of the various farm
organizations are held in Charlottetown, and
special time devoted to the discussion of agri-
cultural problems. The sessions of the Central
Farmers' Institute which begin this morning
will include six practical addresses by young
and progressive farmers, and  will be followed
by meetings of the Swine Growers, Sheep
Breeders, Egg and Poultry Association, Horse
Breeders and Dairymen’s Associations. The
conveniently located board room of the City
Building has been obtained for the meetings, to
which the public is invited. The evening mect-
ings especially are of public interest, and it is
hoped there will be a large attendance from the
sty as well as the rural communities.

In no part of Canada are the interests of town
than in this
agricultural Province, where we are all more
or less dependent on the price which the farm-
er obtains for his products, and his consequent
position financially. Notwithstanding ~ general
improvement in world conditions in recent
years, it is admitted that farm prices are still
on a hazardous basis and in some cases actuallv
below the cost of production. The maintaince of
high quality standards has tended to offset this
disadvantage, but there are so many factors
antering into the problem of farm marketing
1s to make cooperative effort on the part of all
concerned not only desirable, but absolutely ne-
cessary, The situation in this regard will
doubtless be fully discussed at this week's meet-
ings.

Leaving It To The Municipalities

Some time ago the unemployment relief sys-
em in Ottawa was investigated by provincial
authorities, with the result that there was dis-
sovered what the Financial Post (Toronto) des-
sribes as “a story of individual trickery and pub-
lic mismanagement—-all of it going on under
the very nases of Federal legislators who have
tontributed hundreds of millions of dollars to
sustain the Canadian relief svstem in the past
five years.”

Commenting the Ottawa Journal says:'

“Surely the Financial Post doesn't suppose
Federal legislators would interest _themselves
actively in the administration of relief funds!
[t isn’t done. After an annual spell of haggling
the Dominion Government makes certain grants
to the provinces for relief. After another spell
>f haggling the provinces make grants to the
municipalities. The municipalities, having no
lesser bodies to whom to pass the.burde.n,,must
make up the share of relief their senior col-
laborators refuse to assume. Meanwhole poli-
ticians make noble orations about relief being
» national responsibility — but does the nation,
through its Parliament. administer _the relief
funds? It does not. Does the provx.nce? No.
The municipalities must take on this task —
under, of course, detailed rules laid down for
them by the Provincial Government. The Fed-
eral legislators very cautiously keep their noses
out of the spending of all these hundreds of mil-
lions, let the money be handled by a host of
mayors and  controllers and aldgrmen whose
lords and masters, when election time comes, in
large part are the very people to.whom they
pay out relief money. In these circumstances
we think it is extraordinary that there has been
pe more evidence of 11'suse of ‘gpublic reliet
funds.”

" The splitting of a uranium atom into two
parts, each consisting of a gigantic atomic {‘can-
nonball” of the tremendous energy of 100,000,
