The potential crop is based <n an
adult population of 40,000,000, and
by figuring that the average num-
ber of eggs per clutch is 8 1-2 for
ccmmon varieties such as mallards,
pintails, teals, wigeons, redheads
and bluebills.

T. C. Main, general manager of
the Canadian division of Ducks
Unlimited, who ccmpiled the data,
lists the fact-rs contributing to the
huge mortality this way:—

Drought, 20 per cents; crows and
magpies, 15 per cent; fire, 12 per
cent; jackfish, eight percent; min-
or predators, seven per cent; flood-
ing, three per cent; men (plowing,
haying, etc) six per cent; other!
factors 2.5 per cent.
