CHANGES EFFECTED BY WAR ARE VERY APPARENT TO THOSE
ACQUAINTED WITH CITY.—~VERY FEW TAXICABS.—LUXURIES

ARE DISPENSED WITH,

PARIS  GIVING HER ALL TO

SOLDIERS!

A speclal correspondent of the New
York Evening Post,writing from Paris
says:

I have been: trying to study out
what has changed in Paris since war
began five mionths ago—changed, I
mean to the outward eye. Of course,
houses and streets and open spaces
remain the same. September brought
thenipvaders within twenty miles.and
they are still bombarding  Soissons,
which - “.is only sixty miles away.
“Taubes” as they flew dropped an oc-

* caslonal bomb over Paris; and the
lights of the city still are dimmed and
shaded at night. They may be turncd
out altogether, ~we are informed to-
day, if a Zeppelin fleet is signalled.

The gratings of the city’s gates are
kept closed, and ‘no auto-cab can 3o
out without a permit. Horse-cabs 5o
back and forth only at certain gates,
and only until ten at night. Tram-
way's pass loaded down with suburban-
ites.  Inside the subway—'‘Metro"—
has full trains. 1f you look carefully,
vyou can see outside the gates where
trees were cut down, and there are
still remains of the chevaux de frise
that were planted when an attack was
expected. Just now we are far from
any new invasion being apprehended.
Paris and its surroundings only last
week have been removed from what
is called the military zone. No; even
accustomed Americans might visit

-.Paris without noticing any material
‘¢hange.

Streets are Empty

Yet the eye has an uneasy sense of
difference. The streets are emptier,for
bhe thing. There are no omnibuses,not
even . along the boulevards, where
there are-no tramways. The auto-bus-
es of late years have all been utilized
for provisioning the armies at the
front, and there are not enough hors-
eg for the old-fashioned omnibus.
Theére ‘are auto‘cabs, but fewer; and
there are resurrected horse-cabs.
“There are vastly fewer strangers,nose
in air and eyes peering about, to see
wonderful Paris, Yet many hotels
have been open, and others are fe-
opening daily:‘One manager tells me
that South Americans are appearing
abeut as usudl. Perhaps they pay less
attention to newspaper headlines
which keep North Americans scared.

It must be snxd that there is less of
the everlasting passing show which
Paris street were wont to put before
the eyes of wisitors. . Most, of the
smaller' and many large shops of ar-
ticles de luxe are closed. This is one
reason why the quarters inhabited by
“little people” who never have much
to do with luxury, seem more animat-
ed now. Their shops and lights are
for the necessaries of life, which go
on in war and peace the same. Lux-
urious ‘equipages also no longer stand
before fashionable dressmaker On
the Rue de Ja Baix, the most historic
louse is frankly an "ambulancc ' from
top to.hottom; and another seems to
be chiefly given up to an ouvroir,
where sewing girls that ore jobless
may find enough work to keep body
and soul together.

Paris Puts on a Brave Face

Luxury can be dispensed with, for
it is over and above the comfort and
well-being which are the end and aim
of all human society. But if war has
brought many Parisians low down,ev-
en in the scale of comfort, nothing ap-
pears outwardly. Paris is putting a
brave face on war—without bravado
and without nerves—just  madtter of
fact. The eye gives no reason to think
that Paris would not endure war for
three or for twenty years, if needs
be.

This does not mean there are.not
war apparitions in the Paris streets.
There are frequent soldiers, most var-
ied in uniforms, which are not for
display, but show signs of wear. They
are on errands or have a few hours off
from among the hundreds of thou-
sands of troops cencentrated in the
fortified camp of Paris. As a body,the
army is not in evidence in Paris; ev-
en in this war time, not so much so
as in Berlin in time of peace. Some
of these soldiers have come in with
ambulances or are far advanced in
convalescence and making ready to go
back to the front.

The wcunded are little seen, al-
though Paris ~ has its hundreds of
hospitals and ambulances. Now and

then you see two or three taking the
air together, one with his arm in a
sling, another leaning heavily on a
cane, 1 live within a stone's throw
of the great American Hospital am-
bulance with its four hundred wound-
ed in the Neuilly City College and of
another French ambulance installed

in a common-school building. From
the latter I have seen sixteen to-
gether, in blue greatcoats and knit

caps, walking themselves into the per-
suasion that their wounds are nearly
healed. An English soldier in khaki
and a Scotch cap, minus the left fore-
finger, and with a heel out of commis-
sion, sat opposite. me.in.the tram talk-
ing pure Londonese. But in general,
and particularly in the centre of
Paris, the distresses of war are not in
full view. Yet the most careless eye,
sooner or later, is struck by the num-
ber of women and girls who pass in
black.

Nordica ob-
tained virtually nothing by her sing-
ng in the three years preceding her
death. Mr. Young said that she had
supported some of her own family
throughout that period.

In explaining in greater dotail the
agreement which he had made  with
his wife before their marriage, Mr.
Young said:—*In 1905, prior 'o our
narriage, I determined to arrange
matters so, that in the event of 1y
deatl,, Mme. Nordica would hs pro-
vided for adequaiely. 1 accoruingly
transferrod securities to the value of
about $500,000, using the names of
‘dummies,’ and placed .them in my
gafe in an envelope on which [ wrote:
—“To be delivered to Mme. Nordica in
the event of my death. 1 signed my
name."”

The securities had been his own,
Mr. Young explained, and the agree-
ment with Mme, Nordica was that in
the event of her death before his they
were to revert to him. A year follow-
ing the making of the agreement, Mr,
Young said .he became ill. At one
time, believeing that he would die, he
directed a messenger to bring ' the

envélope from his safe. When Mr.
Young had received it he gave it to
Mme. Nordica. On his recovery the

placed in the safe.

By the agreement of July 29, 1909,
Ire placed the securities in his wl(ea
name, Mr. Young said. The compact
between them he described as “a gen-
tleman’s agreement between husband
and wife.”
