Canada’s 1932 Olympic
Track and Field Prospects

WINNIPEG, Man, Sept. 22-—It
has never been a very difficult
martter to pick a strong team o:
d.stance runners from Canada and
iy won't be hard next spring to
choose & group for the Los Angel-
es games that is quite as good as
the one Canada sent to Amsterdam
in 1928, The unsatisfactory thing
about it is nobody will know wheth-
er the new team is any better than
the old—or vice versa.

If little Percy Wyer, the aged
Toronto midget, had one of his
good days the day the Olympic
marathon is run, the mite plodder
would be a tough opponent for any
runner in the world to beat, Simil-
arly, Johnny Cuthbert, Guelph’s
veteran Scot, is almost unbeatable
when he has an ‘“on day.” CIff
‘Bricker, of Galt, was , concistently
suerior to anything in Canada be-
fore the 1928 Olympic games but

he wasn't going good when Ca_n-‘

nda wanted him to be most.

And from appearances, the Dom-
inion’s distance event hopes rest
practically on the same uncertain
shoulders they did three years ago.
Harold Webster, Billy Reynolds,
Johnny Miles, Wyer and Bricker
are still the best—one one day and
another the next. Cuthbert, who
slipped back a little after he ran
at the 1924 Paris Olympics, has
once more taken to winning mar-
athons and modified - marathons.
But for the most part, there hasn't
been many changes in the general
situation.

Instead of marathoning, Bricker
may definitely choose to make the
10,000 metres his distance and
Webster is likely to follow suit. The
44 year old Hamilton star won ‘the

Canadian six mile championship|

for the second time this month at
Winnipeg. Bricker has won several
events at this distance in the east
since he returned to the game af-
ter a two year layoff.

Three years ago Bricker rated as
th, best marathon man Canada had
produced since Billy Sherring, of
Hamilton, ran a historic May day
race at Athens in 1906. Sent over-
seas several weeks before the Ol-
ympic Games so he could become
acclimated, the sensational Galt
boy finished tenth., Bricker retired
shortly. after his return, and only
recently attempted a comeback.

Johnny Miles, the smiling Blue-
nose, who runs for Hamilton Ol-
ympic Club, may spring an upset
victory in any event he tackles
but Johnny is the most famed m~
and-outer of the lot. Wyer ranks
as the steadiest.

Denmark has given western

Canada a distinct prospect for an
Olympic place in Hartington An-
derson, red haired fellow who has
become outstanding at any dis-
tance up to ten miles., Running for
the Calgary Altomap Club, And-
erson ran away from -field after
field this season and only failed
to place in the Dominion six mile
title race at Winnipeg because his
legs gave out on the heavy dirt
horse track where the grind was
held.

thon at Toronto.

Another Galt man, Fred Sarg-
eant, semes likely to lead Canada's
| prospective 5,000 metre runners in-
| to action at the 1932 Olympic trials.
| After trying almost every long dis-
| tance, Sargeant has settled back
.;to the 5,000 as his speclalty and
 even gallops an occasional mile in
lcompcmlon to test his speed.
| He easily conquered Billy K ib-
! blewhite, Winnipeg youth who ran
lin the Amsterdam games at Win-
nipeg, this month. Pred Franklin,
a team mate of Kibblewhite, is
coming along fast and stands ahead
of black haired Billy as a possibil-
ity.

One or two of a large field of
aspirants in the east are quite like-
ly to develop in the next year, per-
haps sufficiently to threaten the
old standbys, but there doesn't
iseem to be anything better than
Bricker, Reynolds, Cuthbert, Miles
fand Wyer can offer in a marath-
oning way.
