Said one to the other: “My hus-
band and I are in our fortles:
neither of us care much for milk
and we don't eat a lot of vegetables,
but we keep pretty well, though
we're both a bit overweight. I
can't see why we should change
our eating habits now, just because
of all this new-fangled ta'k about
nutritién. For people our age we
don’t feel so bac."

Nutrition Services at Ottawa has
some good advice for those in their
fortles and over. First of all they
say that everyone, rezardless of age,
needs protective foods in the mini-
mum amounts listed in Canada's
Official Food Rules in order to be
healthy.

Everyone knows Instances of
elderly people who have suffered
fractures following slight fa'ls, and
it {8 common to hear:— “Oh well,
old peovle’s bones are alwavs
brittle.” The reacon that manv old
peonle have brittle bones Is because,
over a perlod of years, they have
not been getting “enough caleium
in their daily meals. This mineral
is necessary, not only for bullding
bones and teeth but for the pro-
cesses of digestion, the heatine of
the heart an¢ other bodi'yv func-
tlons that go on as lone as life con-
tinues. When Insufficlent ecalefum
is provided to maintain these func-

leavine them weakened and eacily
broken. Milk and cheese are by far
the best food sources of calcium,
Vitamins, too, must be sunvlied
all through lfe for the bodw s no
hoarder of these essential elements,
although vitamins A, D. and E are
stored to some extent, dally replen-
{shment of Vitaming s nessesary.
Another bit of nutritional advire
to the over-forties 1s “Watch the
scales.” Overweloht {n moderation,
s an ascet to the youne. but be-
comes a ‘lability in Igter life.
