A Mere Shuffle

The Cabinet shuffle achieved at
Ottawa by Premier King yester=
day has been a long time coming
but creates no sensation with 1its
advent, The changes have neither
strengthened the per the
Cablnet nor departed by a hair's
breadth from the narrow range of
pre-war party politics. The new
ministers are so far behind the
rank of parliamentary first-bench-
ers as to suggest that the exig-
encies of politics had more to do
with their elevation to the Cabinet
than any outstanding qualities for
administrative work.
Major-General L. R, LaFleche,
heretofore Assistant ty Min-
ister of Defence, has n vlvp-
pointed Minister of National War
Services, succeeding Hon. J. O.
Thorson In that semi-ornamental
Cabinet position. Mr. Ernest
Bertrand, Montreal lawyer and
the rather inconspicuous member
for Montreal-Laurier, has been
made Minister of Fisheries, suc-
ceeding Hon, J. E. Michaud in that
tradiitionally Maritime Cabinet
post. Alphonse Fournier, also a
lawyer, and for the past few: years
the inconspicuous member for
Hull, becomes Minister of Public
Works in succession to Hon. P, J
A. Cardin, who broke with the
Government over the conscription"
issue. Mr. Thorson becomes Pre-
sident of the Exchequer Court
and Mr. Michaud Minister of
Transport.
The only one of the three new
ministers whose name is known
across Canada is Major-General
LaFleche, who figured prominent-
ly in the investigation over the
Bren gun transaction. It is said
that General LaFleche will be the
Liberal candidate in Montreal-
Outremont, one of the few Que-
bec ridings which voted “yes” in
the manpower plebiscite, and
which in fact contains an English-
speaking majority within its boun-
daries, The constituency of Mon-
treal-Laurier, where Hon. FErnest
Bertrand must seek re-election, is
predominantly French and rend-
ered an amphatic negative verdict
in the plebiscite. Likewise Hull,
where the Hon. Alphonse Fournier
will seek re-election, is predomin-
antly French and overwhelmingly
anti-conscriptionist. These by-
clections therefore, if contested,
will be followed with considerable
interest,
These very mediocre appoint-
ments demonstrate again that Mr.
King is determined to play the
party game as long as he deems it
politically safe. It is not unfair to
say that not one of the men now
called to the Cabinet would have
preferment in times of peace and
been deemed qualified for such
under normal political conditions.
Their push to the front is through
the pressure of political exigencies,
their personalities or public re-
cords having no more to do with
their selection than the color of
their halr or the cut of their gar-
ments.
