There are
numerous lice powders on the mark
et, any one of which will get good
results, Ordinary fine road dust
with a little flour of sulpher added,
about a quarter of a pound of
sulpher to a quart of road dust,
will be found to give satisfactory
results, when carefully dusted
through the feathers, Blue oint-
ment, a piece about the size of &
small pea rubbed below the vent
and underneath the wings, will al-
so prove efficaclous but the latter
