Days of Bossism

Roosevelt, from 1905 to 1910, de-
voted his time to his law, and div-
ided that time between New York
City and Hyde Park. In the fall of
1910 the State of New York was
rocked by scandals involving public
men. Bossism had becofie a burn-
ing issue, The few Democrats in
Putnam and Duchess
counties were hard pressed to find
a candidate for state senator for
their district. One after another of
the so-called leading local figures
refused the nomination,

Finally, as the story goes, Frank-
lin Roosevelt was brought into the

Roosevelt came ba.ck in 1912 to
win the senate seat again for an-
other two years. This same year
he carried on another fight against
Tammany Hall and Boss Murphy
when he openly. espoused the pre-
sidential aspirations of Woodrow
Wilson at the Balitmore conven-
tion.

Wilson won. Daniels became sec-
retary of the navy. He in turn
looked around for an assistant and
decided on Roosevelt.

Roosevelt with his wife and threc
children Anna, James and Elliott,
moved 'to Washington, There he
astounded the country by declaring
the navy to be in a state of hope-
less inefficiency. He asked for
more men and pleaded; that the
“first line of defence” be brought
up to its authorized strength. ,

Roosevelt saw the war on the oc-
ean first hand. He went across
aboard a destroyer. “When the ship
rolled me all but out of my bunk
I lit a cigarette and tried to be
composed,” he said.

Roosevelt was the candidate for
vice-president in 1920, He stump-
ed the country from one end to
the other, making more than 800
campaign speeches. But the cry of
“Normalcy” and “Article 10” was
too much for him. He went down
to defeat with James M. Cox in the
Harding landslide.

Roosevelt had resigned from the

He investigated, went into the
pool daily for three weeks and dis-
covered that improvement ' was
marked. He discarded the crutches
that everyone though he would car-
ry for the rest of his life and with
a set of strong braces he faced the
wotld with a renewed vigor.

It was Smith, the “Happy War-
rior,” who called Roosevelt : back
into active politics. Al, the Demo-
cratic nominee for the presidency in
1928 was casting about desperately
for a strong candidate to head the
New York State ticket. Rcosevelt

United States election law re-

qures the parties to make periedic
statements, not only of their ex-
penses, but of their receipts. The
name of every contributor to cam=
paign funds, and the amount he
gave, must be stated. These reports,
delivered to the clerk of the house
of representatives and ' issued by
him to the press, are always given
prominence in the newspapers a;xd
make illuminating reading. The lat-
est show that between June 1 and
the last week in October, pract’cally
the whole period of the campaign,
the Republicans. collected $1,554,817
and spent $1,454,179, while the Dem-
ocrats collected $1,065,654 and spent
$026,208. These are national com-
mittee receipts and disbursements
only.

The figures seem large, but in
fact they reveal how hard t'mes

Hoover. while the Democratic na-
tional committee spent $3,157,453 in
its unsuccessful attempt to elect Al-
fred E. Smith. One result of the
poverty of the parties has been
that the crop of ballyhoo has been
less luxuriant in 1932 than it was
four years ago. Another result has
been that more of the burden of
campaigning has fallen on the can-
didates. The partles have had to
cut down on pampnlets, billboards
and advertisements, and also on
speech-mak'ng trips for the minor
personages who in 1928 travelled
about in swarms. It is said the re-
lative cheapmness of this campaign
will tend to hold down expenses in
future presidential years. Now that
it has been proved that the two
national committees can put on a
battle with a mere $2,500,000 be-
tween them, contributors will think
twice before shelling out in the
grand old style.

Receipts of Interest

Some of the more Interesting
