SOME JULY CONTRASTS.

On_ the milk record sheets received
at the Dairy Division, Ottawa from
members of cow testing associations
there are found some good yields of
milk and butter fat for July: for in-
r:anu:, in the Bertie, Ont., associa-
tion one cow that freshened in May
gave 1320 pounds of milk, testing 4
per cent of fat, equal to 52.8 pounds
of fat. One herd of 17 cows at Glan-
worth, Ont. has an average of 926
;ymunds of milk, the herd including
5 two-year-olds. Some cows in this
)_u‘rtl have given 4840 pounds' of milk
in 4 months. At Cassel Ont., 183
cows average 858 pounds of milk, 3.6
test, 28.3 pounds of fat,

The records of many individual
cows ' in these and other associations
show, a yield of barley 650 pounds
{)f milk and 22 poinds of fat, or
tess than half of many good yields.

Dairy farmers, it is not difficult
for you to make three very sima-
ple deductions from these remark-
ahle contrasts. First: there , are
plenty of cows still being kept' for
milk  production that are noe
worthy the naine of Dairy Cows.Sec-
ond: scores of dairy farmers are
getling excellent records frome select-
ed herds.. Third: records alone do
not increase the yield of milk and
butter, there must be intelligent sel-
cction ~of good cows based on the
lessons that individual records teach.
