The greatest num-
ber of foxes that can be shown by
any one exhibitor is 40 and if a
cut is made it will be pro rata.

Fur auction sales will be held
in Finland October 2nd and 3rd
when a collection of silver fox and
farm bred mink skins carried over
from the winter of 1944 will be of-
fered. This will be followed by an
auction sale on December 17th to
20th when the first shipment of
fresh skins from the new produc-
tion Jof this year will be offered.
Ther will also be auction sales of
foxes and mink in Denmark, Nor-
way and Sweden but it is expec-
ted that the majority of the Nor-
wegian and Swedish pelts will be
sent to the London .markets, al-
though barter arrangements are
being made with various EuroP-
ean countries with the probability
that these will take up a goodly
percentage of the production and
carry-over from last year.

Inferiors
numbered nearly 52% of the offer-
ing and amounted 'to9 |, pelts.
These were 64% sold at an aver-
age of $19.54, a gecline of 10%;
low grades ‘'were 1,998, 53% sold,
average X ine - 35%. The
approximate decline was 25% for
the total offering as compared
with the June sale. The June sale
was a particularly good one, con-
siderably up from previous -sales,
fact we consider the June sale
was one of the best of the whole
year. Comments from the Mark-
eting Service in - conection with
the above sale states: “The col-
lection was really poor as you will
note by the attached analysis of
offering. A considerable number
of pelts are being shlfped to the
British market and it looks as
though we will have no carry-over
this season.”

From exchmge we note that
the fur :rpnde in Denmark is rap-
idly becoming active again follow-
ing: the departure of the German
armies, . No less than 500 new fox
farms have ‘been established in
Denmark. They will breed silver
fox and mink. Prior to the Ger-
man invasion Denmark had com-
paratively few fur farms, Com-
munication with the Danish colony
in Greenland has been re-estab-
lished and ships are now sailing
between Danish and Greenland
ports. It is expected that eventu-
ally the blues and white faces from
QGreenland will be available to the
fur trade. The Scandia Fur Cor-
poration has exported furs to South
America for the past few years
and but recently it received sh£1p~
ox
from Sweden,

We acknowledge with thanks the
receipt of The Mink Book, Second
Edition, by Robert G. Hodgson, Ed-
itor Fur Trade Journal of Canada
and author of several books on fur
farming. This volume is clotn
bound and consists ®f 284 pages
with many fine illustrations, It
contains a wealth of information
on mink, history of their breeding,
description of proper setups for
ranching, flise2ses of mink, feed
formulas, does and dont’s in hand-
ling mink, numerous illustra‘ons
of the best type of pen and ranch,
information on pelting, in fact it
a complete compendium of in-
formation on mink and anyone in
this province or elsewhere who
reads these notes and is engaged
in the production of mink or has
any idéa of going into it, should
secure from the Fur

'nal of Canada, Toronto, Ontario, a

copy of The Mink Bcok.

Pelting time will soon ke here, in
fact there are some types of foxes
that would be better pelted right
away. These are ones that exhibit
slight signs of rustiness on the
sides or the darker types whicnh
are well furred and not likely to
increase in value. There are a
certain number of blacks and poor
silvers that form part of thel ittars
ol the newer types. These will
gain very little in value by oeing
held until December, All foxes
should be looked over right away
if it has not been done before and
those that are thin but show pro-
mise of improvement should be
given a bigger ration, while those
that are fat and have arrived at
the fulness of fur and show signs
of possible going over had better
be pelted. g

No matter how you feed or care
for foxes vou are not going to get
all of them te assimilate the same
and derive the same benefit from
your feed formula, We are not
advocates of early pelting, not by
any means, because blue-pelted
foxes invariably go flat and unless
sold very shortly after pelting de-
teriorate as they are kept, but as
we mentioned at the start there
are certain foxes which will not
Improve and these might as well
be gotten rid of now. Our own
opinion is. that foxes™ are furring
up prettv well this year and that
we may ko able to pelt a bit =ar-
lier .than previous se2sons, but by
no means take this as our recom-
mendation to slash into your hewd
and jeopardize some of your fine
}th grade pelts by acting too has-
tily.
