OUR 48th BIRTHDAY

Forty-eight years ago to-day, July 1, 1867, the North
American Colonies were united and became the Dominion
of Canada. In 1868, the year after Confederation, the ag-
dregate trade of Canada, exports and imports, amounted
in round numbers to $131,000,000, or a fraction over thirty-
eight cents per head of the population. In 1914 that trade
had grown to $1,130,000,000, or about $140 per head of the
population. i

This is a measure of our growth in material things.
There are other measures familiar to our readers, popula-
tion, railway mileage, cultivated areas, development of
the wealth of field, forest, sea and mine, ;

And there is another measure. We have grown to
man’s estate-and we have been called upon to carry a
man’s burden. Our Empire has, not through any act of
her own, become involved in a world-shaking war, and
true to our Motherland we have taken up arms in her de-
fence. We are paying the price for our nationhood, paying
it in blood and gold. And the “Whelps of the Lion” whom
we have sent forth have proved worthy of their ancestry.
They have done men’s work, but there is more of it to do,

and we have faith in their loyalty, their courage, their
manliness; and with their brethren from the homeland
and from the other dominions beyond the seas, they shall
once riore overcome the perils that beset our bploved
land.. Through the clouds now dark and lowering let us
pray on this, the birthday of our dominion, that ere another
vear has passed the freedom and the safety for which we
are now making such sacrifices shall once more be firm-
ly established.

" WITHIN OUR GATES

Our despatches yesterday morning told of another
dastardly attempt by aliens to blow up a Canadian fac-
tory which was preparing to manufacture munitions for
the British Government. We refer to the discovery at
Levis, Quebec, of a quantity of dynamite under a building,
ready to be exploded when the plotters saw fit. This is not
the first discovery of the same kind and it will probably
not be the last. It affords further proof, if proof = were
needed that there are abroad in Canada enough Austrian
and German sympathizers to work incalculable mischief
and while the failure of their plans so far speaks volumes
for the astuteness and watchfulness of the Canadian auth-
orities, the fact that such people are still at large among
us is not so complimentary. We must now realize that for
the first time in our history we are face to face with ene-
mies who are inhuman in their hate of Britain and British
institutions; that we are fighting an enemy who will hesi-
tate at no fiendishness, who will scruple at no act of
treachery to injure us; that, in short we in Canada are at
war and that we have enemies within our gates, eating
and drinking and housing among us.

From several lessons already received we are begin-
ning slowly to realize this. OQur despatches today tell
us that 366 men in the Albion mine of the Acadia
Coal Company in Nova Scotia, have demanded the dis-
missal of Austrian and German fellow workmen, and
their demand was granted. For eleven months these
men, Canadians and enemies worked side by side in the
mines. Several incidents occurred during these eleven
months which brought about this drastic move. The Cum-
ming plant at New Glasgow was put out of commission by
a fire which was of incendiary origin; an explosion oc-
curred in one of the mines; other things happened which
have not been made public; Canadian neighborliness and
patience finally gave way and the dismissal of these men
was demanded and as readily granted,

In different parts of Canada, and particularly where
contracts had been taken for the manufacture of war
material, things have happened and have been definitely
traced to enemies. Yet we are not awake to the fact that we
are harboring enemies and that all our enemies have not
been interned. We are not told how many Austrians and
German miners have been dismissed from the Acadia
coal mine, nor what has been done with the men dis-
missed. it is hoped for the credit af our Canadian common
sense that such measures have been adopted as will guard
against inborn treachery intensified by dismissal.

The affair at Levis was doubtless the work of some
trusted employee or some simple looking peddler, itinerant
photographer or musician, such as are to be found in prac-
tically every province in the dominion, but who, doubtless
also, will henceforward be regarded with more suspicion
than heretofore.

No doubt many innocent persons will suffer from
these wholesale dismissals but, unfortunately, there is no
help for it. “Safety first” is the only Bafe guide at present
and we must not forget that in Canada as well'ag'in Great
Britain, in France and’ Belgium, we are at war. Germans
and Austrians  naturally sympathize with their fellow
countrymen and as their sympathies have so often been ex-
pressed in acts of treachery the only safety for them as

well as for us 18 to place them where their s
ympathies ma
be indulged without danger to others. 7

'DR.C. C. YOUNG'S ABUSED RUSSIA

Dr, C. C. Young,

well known here in conneot
karakul sheep, hag published a book entitled ":ﬁm ‘l;:xtuh-
sia.” Dr. Young is of Russian birth but has from youth
been a naturalized American, coming to this continent
from the gpst with his parents. He has frequently re-
Vigited hisifative land and is thoroughly familiar with its
magners and customs and is intimately acquainted  with
many of it leading rulers. s

of the present war Dr. Young was in Charlottetown and
naturally was greatly interested in E.r_ltqn"kolng to  the
assistance of France and Russia. He discussed the' matter
with the Guardian and greatly lamented the erroneous
ideas prevailing in the United States and Canada regard-
ing his native land. He expressed a desire to lecture
throuxh'out,the Island on “Russia as She Is,” and to con-
tribute articles on the subject to our columns. The Guar-
dian, however, suggested that the Dr. would reach a wid-
er field and do immensely more good were he to write a
book and have it published in the United States. Dr.
Young fell in with the suggestion, dictated his book in
Charlottetown, and now it has been issued from the press
in New York, handsomely bound, beautifully printed and
illustrated, under the title “Abused Russia.”  , .

The key note of the book is. found expressed in . the
folldwing parngraphy 1" :

“Practically eire;ythmg written on the subject fright-
fully -exaggerates the worst condition of Russia and pro-
jects these false impressions into intelligent American
thought., Even 'Tolstoy, the most popular Russian author
in America, has not helped ' the American people to ' get an
unbiased view of the Russians, and many there are who do
not realize that the social evils he so ably depicts in his
books are universal maladies alike in one way or another
in all countries. UEL

“The truth of the situation was well expressed by the
English girl who said she greatly preferred English stories
of Russia to Russian stories because the Russian accounts
lacked local colour, while the English tales of Russia
were §o much more Russian.”

Dr, Young depicts Russia pretty much as it really is,
He does not gloss over its faults and failings nor, on  the
other hand, does he seek to magnify its outstanding vir-
tues. He regrets that Russia so far has been unable to
deflect the enormous annual tourist traffic from the United
States, but perhaps one of the first fruits of the war will
be to open up Russia to the average continental perignin-
ator by way of the Dardanelles.

Here is a picture of Russian rural life which
Young gives:

The level land divided into narrow strips, sown with
barley, rye, wheat, corn and flour, presents a veritable
checkerboard appearance, here = and there interspersed
with-low-housed villages. In Southern Russia, these gener-
ally consist of squat one-story adobe houses, gorgeously
painted in ail the shades of blue, vermilion, red and yel-
low, and often pure white, while in northern Russia, the
dwellings are quite presentable framed houses. In the
centre of the hamlet is the church with its five or six
bulb-shaped cupolas crowned = with the Greek Catholic
Cross resting on the crescent, and this edifice, like the
‘is-bas’ or peasant huts, is beautifully decorated in _and
outside. Near the church stand the two most pretentious
houses of the village, one for the school teacher, the other
for the priest of the ‘‘derevnia,” as the village is term-
ed. Beyond is the laundry place for the inhabitants.
Here the women sing joyously as they work. Close by is
the bathing place, . . .:and over all, hovers the beauti-
ful calm—the peace which comes to minds innocent
of the thousand conflicting, complicating cicumstances of
city life. . . . Russia has thousands upon thousands
of such hamlets yet what a totally different picture of
peasant life is maliciously projected into the minds of
those unacquainted, with her!”

Dr. Young blames the Jews-largely for the misrepre-
sentation of the true condition of Russia. He gives ex-
amples of outrageous reports sent to the American press
about alleged happenings in Odessa while he was there,
and traces them to their sources, says they were circulat-
ed b_y'JeWish leeches in order to stimulate the generosity
of the philanthropic in America— and not one cent of the
money subscribed ever getting past the circulators of the
fabrications.

In no other country in the world are women more care-
fully brought up than in Russia, says Dr. Young. On the
other hand he does not mince matters as regards the
drunkenness of the Russian peasant.

"l am not a teetotaller, but here say that the ruin-
ation of the Russian peasant does not lie in his not en-
joying the liberties of a republican form ‘of government,
for which he is at present not ready, not in the bleeding
to which he has been subjected for years by a certain class
of Hebrews, but vodka is his ruin, and poor as the peasant
is, about $1,000,000,000 are paid annually for this poison.”

We have mentioned only a few of the views express-
ed in this pleasantly written, entertaining and instructive
book. It will well repay any one to procure “Abused
Russia” and read what Dr. Ybung has to say on a subject
of' vital importance at the present time.

NOTES
In Great Britain prisoners of war dre to be allowed to
help in the harvesting of crops under certain specified
conditions. The same course is being followed in  Ger-
many, and - probably in other belligerent countries. The
practice is good for the captured as well as a help to the
district of their captivity. It helps solve a difficult prob-

lem, for there are today hundreds of thousands of prison-
ers of war, and their number ig increasing all the time.
