tion the “secret” information con-
cerned atomic energy, the key to
which is heid by Canada in part-
nership with Britain and the
United States and the source of
which — the rare element uran-
fjum — is mined in the Dominion.
Those long famillar with the
capita]l scene said it was the first
case they could recall of espion-
age involving Canadian Govern-
ment employees and foreign mis-
sions here.

“It is the intention of the Gov-
ernment, that, after the report of
the royal commissioners’ has been
received, prosecution will be insti-
tuted in cases in which the evi-
dence warrants it,” the announce-
ment added.

K would not be proper at this
stage to make a more complete
statement or, in particular, to
make public the names of those
concerned. Some of them ap-
pear to have been far more
deeply and oonsciously involved
than others. Some prob-
ably be found to be more or
less innocent instruments in
furthering activities much more
serious than they may have
imagined.
“Obviously the whole matter
should be treated with caution and
reserve, pending the time when it
will be possible to issue a: fuller
statement. Until the investigation
by the royal commissioners has
been completed the case remains
sub judice.”

The statement saild the com-
mission conducting an inquiry in
camera, was appointed after “in-
formation of undoubted authen-
ticity had reached the government
about the disclosures.” The ap-
pointment was made to “make
possible a full investigation which
the serlousness of this informa-
tion demands.”

The cominissioners have

pointed as ‘heir counsel E. K.
Williams, K.C., of Winnipeg; Ger-
ald Fauteux, K.C, of Montreal,
and E. W. Mundell of the Depart-
ment of Justice.
The statement gave no indica-
tion where the persons detained
were taken into custody, or where
they .were being held for question-
ing.

Archbishop ot Toronto to the Sac-
red College of Cardinals was re-
ceived with great joy by -the peo-
ple of his native parish,

His Eminence, James Charles
Cardinal McGuigan, first English-
speaking Canadian to be exalted
to the Cardinalate, was born at
Hunter River Nov. 26, 1804.

His happy and very plous par-
ents George McGuigan and Anne
Monaghan did not suspect that
they were glving a loving welcome
that day to a future Prince of the
Church,

Two days later he was baptized
at St. Augustine’s Church, Rus-
tico, by Reverend Ronald B. Mc-
Donald. He recelved his first
holy communijon in 1904 from the
hands of Rev. Jean Chiasson, then
Parish Priest of Rustico, now at
the age of 94 resident of the Char-
lcttetown Hospital and still keen-
ly interested in all that concerns
the parish he served so devotgd.ly
for thirty-five years.

His Eminerce was oonfirmed at
St. Augustine’s church on August
6, 1906, by His Excellency, J. C.
McDonald, at that time Bishop of
Charlottetown. .

Brilliant Record

His record as a student s a
brilllant one. Having finished his
preliminary education in the vil-
lage school of . Hunter River he
matriculated to Prince of Wales
College at an unusually early age.
Later he attended St. Dunstan’s
University and at his graduation
he merited *he highest award, the
Governor-General’s medal.

After pursuing his theological
studies at Laval University, Que-
bec, His Bminence was ordained
to the Holy Priesthood by Bishop
Henry O'Leary in 8St. Augustine’s
church, Rustlco on May 26, 1918,
feast of the Holy Trinity. Om this
solemn occasion he was assisted
by his uncle, Rev. Martin Mon-
aghan of St. John Baptist Church,
Miscouche, and by Rev. John Gau-
det, pastor of St. Anne’s Church,
Hope River. The other priests
who witnessed this great sacra-
ment were the pastor, Rev. Jean
Chiasson, DD.; Rev. P. D. Mc-
Guigan, uncie of the young levite;
Rev. M. J. Smith; Reverend P. F.
Hughes and Rev Joseph Gallant.
