PROHIBITION AGAIN,

that men who are bad enough will
perjure themselves and have done so
ever since litigation was begun upon
the earth. From the beginning men
have sworn falsely for gain, or to
escape punishment, at the custom
house, in ecriminal trials, in civil
suits at law and at election trials.
Because perjury is committed under
one law or another argues pothing as
to the merit of the law. 'To stop
perjury we might repeal all the laws,
even that against perjury itself, and
so make false swearing no offence at
all, but would it not be a better
plan to enforce the law against per-
jury? And against all crimes?

Admittedly the prohibitory law has
not been well enforced. But there
has been a general laxity with re
gard to many laws. When has any
attempt been made to enforce the
laws against electoral ‘bribery, or
perjury, or noxious weeds? It is not
because of the non-enforcement of one
law but of many laws that the sta-
tutes of the land are being brought
into disrepute and contempt. The
common sense of the situation woulc
be the appointment of a public prose
cutor whose duty it would be to sec
that all offenders against the laws of
the land should speedily and with
certainty be brought to justice.

And as to whether the law agains!
the sale of liquor, poorly enforced as
it is, is doing any good or not, there
is abundant evidence that it is right
here in’ Charlottetown. 'The testi
mony of a host of our best citizens
is available at any time to that ef
fect. Here is the statement of the
