The Lythraceas

Here again, we have but one re-
plesentauve ol  the famuiy, the
opiked Loosestrife fLytiwum salica-
riafand t.is is arther rare in tne
Island. One locayty given by Prot.
R. R. Hurst, is at West Point, and
Prof. Herbert Groh, of Ottawa,
found it at another unnamed sta=-
tion, in 1926. It is a thowy plant
bearing spikes of large magenta
f.owers on four-anbled stems. This
is one of the few exampies of “Tri=
morphic” flowers known to botan-
ists; that is to say, the “styles” of
the flowers may be long, medium or
short., These three sexual differ-
ences, Sir J. D. Hooker points out,
admit of nine distitct modes of
cross-fertilization.  Cross-fertiliza-
tion, it may here be stated, is of
immense vafue to a plant in that it
provides superior and more numer=-
ous progeny, but few plants have
developed so many modes of effect-
ing it.

AN EASY METHOD OF PILLING
FOXES

At this season of. the year the
proper treatment of adult foxes
for internal parasites is very often
neglected, particularly on the
smaller ranches, This may be due
to the reluctance of some ranch-
€rs to handle and pill foxes at a
time when the pelt is of very little
valuz in case of —an accidental
death, or it may be due to the dif-
ficulty of securing skilled help for
the handling of the foxes.

For ranchers who for whatever
reason are inclined to neglect this
operation, the following method as
devised by Don McGain of Wood-

stock, N ‘B, and tried out by the
New Brunswick Fox Fieldman, both
on his own ranch and in co-opera-

tion with several other ranches in
New Brunswick, should prove to be
a solution of this difficulty.

Moreover, where this method Is
adopted, it must be realized that
is still necessary to treat the f
regularly for fleas and ear mites.
Systematic pillings througitout the
summer will help to put the foxes
in muct better condition either for
pelting or for breeding. From four
to six treatments yearly are recom-
mended depending on’ the condi-
tions of the ranch and the foxos.
