Steers and heifers of the bet-
ter grades were priced 50¢ per
cwt, or more higher for the week
but other killers, especially bulls,
were only steady to 50c or more
lower. These prices generally re-
flected conditions on  United
States markets. Cattle runs con-
tinued heavy, due in part to dry-
ing pastures. Large numbers of
inferior quality stock came for-
ward which would ordinarily not
appear until some weeks later in
the season. Better grades of
slaughter and top quality feeding
cattle were bought principally at
steady to strong prices for United
States shipment, but inferior
grades dragged due to the exces-
sive poportion of these offered.
Calf prices, while for, the most
pvart remaining steady, showed a
toward strengthening;

in eastern Canada, experienced
quite sharp declines. b

Eastern Cattle Markets

More activity was shown as
trade progressed in the Toronto
cattle market and some of the
better steers and heifers reflected
a good demand from the United
States. selling 50c  higher, with
top steers $26 to $28, butchers up
to $22, and a few $24.
