YNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTHWEST

' HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS

Any even numbered seéption of Do-
minion Land in Manitoba, Saskatche-
wan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26,
not reserved may be homesteaded by
any person who is the sole head of
the family, or any male over 18
yers of age, to the extent of one-
quarter section 160 acres, more or
ess.

Applications _ for entry must be
made in: person’ by the ‘applicant at
a Dominion Land Agency or . Sub-
agency for the district in which the
land is situate, Entry by proxy may
however, be mdde at an Agency on
gertain konditions 'by . the father,
mother, son, daughter, brother or
sister of any intending homesteader.

The homesteader is required to
perform the homestead duties umder
ome of the following plans.

.(1)- At least six months residence
upen: the cultivation of the land in
each year for three years.

(2) A homesteader may, if he so
desires perform the required resid-
ence duties by living on farming land
ewned solely by him not less .than
aighty (80) acres in extent, in  the
vicinity' of his homestead. Jeoint
ownerskip in land will not meet tnis
requirement. - v
11(8): It the father (or mother, {!'the
tather is d d) of h teader has
permanent: residence on farming land
ewned golely by him, not less than
eighty (80) acres in. extent in  the
vicinity of the homestead, or upon a
homestead entered by him in  the
vieinity such homesteader may per-
foerm lle ‘own' residence duties by liv-
ing with ‘the (father, ‘'or mother.}
