'INDIANS GET HUGE WHALE.

—— &

EASTPORT, Me., Feb. 8.—The
heavy gales that swept the Maine
coast drove a big whale on a sand
bar at Carlow’s Island, near East-
port where it became stranded by the
rapidly falling tide and was killed by
the Indians of Pleasant Point, who
rushed to the scene armed with rifles
and harpoons. '

The oil from the carcass will gell
for about $300. It is the largest
whale ever seen in these waters and
measures 61 feet in length. The cir-
cumferebce under the forward fin fis
30 feet, the mouth 15 feet long and
the width of the tail 14 feet. Two
smaller whales were chptured near
the same spot several years ago.
The whale is of the species  of
which are
perhaps the most abundant and wide-
ly distributed of all the whales, being
found in some of the modifications
in all seas except the extreme Arctic
and probably Antartic regions. It
is easily distinguished from all others
of the group by the skin of the
throat and chest being marked with
deep longtitudional furrows, which
are very numerous and close set.

I stayed for a -while,
and when T went to go .to the dance
theSyrian, who is missing n'ow, urged
me to stay. I couldn’t do that, but
he was so insistent that I finally
promised to come hack later.

When I got in a little after mid-
night, they were still drinking.
knew Maroon had a lot of money
with him. I stayed a while and then
started to go. The man protested,
and although he was pleasant at first
about it, he was determined and fin-
ally grew angry. To humor him
took off my hat and agreed to stay
a while,

. But something in the way fhe acted
frightened me. And so, when he
went into Mrs, Dennis' room a little
later, I watched my chance and crept
out, my hat in my hand, and hurried

of

home. Now I know that he must
have intended to kill me also, for
fear T would tell about his being

there. ;

I-have not dared ‘tell these facts
before, because I am afraid of what
he will do to me. But my friends tell
me this is the best way.

'He is8 a Syrian, about five feet, six
inches tall. I should think he weighs
170 podnils. He has thick, black hair
and a small mustache. He is twenty-

eight years old and spends most of
his time about the poolrooms and
saloons. -

The police feel sure that the man

they are after committed the murders
and that he planned to kill Miss Bilo-

deau also as a possible witness a-
gainst him. With his name, and the
full description, which they have,

they expect an arrest at any time,
and the entire available force of of-
ficers is on the hunt for him.

than they aré history's. She has even
availed herself of the novelist's privi-
lege of telling what went on in the
minds of ‘her ‘‘characters’’ as they
met suddenly after an absence or as
they journeyed together...................
And yet we dare swear that Miss
Hughes has written a far more truth-
ful and accurate biography than has
been written for many a moon, A
good biographer is ‘‘rarer than hen’s
teeth,”” but Miss Hughes is one. Out
of her book stands a figure as com-
pelling as any in history. She hgs
painted him like an artist, and if her
biography is not truthful then neither
is, let us say, Leonardo’s biography
of Mona Lisa. The two things are
quite comparable; both are biograph-
jes and both paintings. If she has
indulged her imagination in pictur-
ing scenes of which she could have
had no knowledge, every picture she
has made has been so perfectly in
line with the facts that it has not
been an embellishment, it has been
simply. a high' light.  The truth of
the picture is helped by it, not hin-
dered. She has 'made, altogether, a
!rare portrait. If not one of the great
| biographies—and we should call it
that but for the Nemesis that watch-
es any one who calles a hook great be-
fore the writer is dead—it is surely a
fine one.

Well,” was the man worth such a
biography? He was, if there yet re-
mains any audience for stories of va-
liant souls who disdain to have it re-
ported of them that they merely do
their duty; who seek labor far higher
than that meagre phrase describes.
If there is any love left for the high
heroism of simple deeds bravely done,
it is worth while to devote 5 biogra-
phy to this black-robed Bayard of
the wilderness.

‘‘Decidedly thé most remarkable
priest Western America has ever
seen,’’- Archbishop Ireland calls this
{hero of the Northwest. He begah his
|labors among the wild Indians of an
untrodden land in 1849, and he is
still at the same labors today, sev-
enty-two -years later, when the wild-
erness is trodden down and white
men live near railroad stations'in the
land where, at his first advent, the
only life he knew was that of the
savage and the' buffalo.

We boast our pioneers. But here
was a pioneer who went out seeking
not for gold, as the Spaniards did,
nor for farms, as the Dutch did, nor
even to be let alone, as the Puritans
did, who went out and dared all the
dangers of the wilderness for the
love of God. Here was an adventur-
er who makes Drake and Frobisher
look mean, but who went out for no
such motive as impelled Dra!e: and
Frobisher. Here was a soldier more
valiant than Cortez, to whom Cortez
would have knelt. )

Once, 'wlien the Crees and Assini-
boines had surprised a Blackfoot
camp, the Black-Robe Voyageur, who
was among the Blackfeet, ordered
his hosts to cease firing. They obey-
el and the white man walked out
toward the volleying enemy. calling’
‘‘Here, you Crees! Kamiyoatchakwe
speaks!’’ That was his Indian name.

But the Crees, still firing, could not
hear him. The Black-Robe walked
on through a dense fog toward the
men who were firing at him and his
Blackfeet., He was strick and fell.
The Blackfeet believed him dead, re-
newed the battle. Suddenly a wound-
ed Black foot called out in a lull of
the shooting to the Crees:

‘“You have wounded your Black-

Robe, dogs! Have you not done en-
ough."
When this startling word ran

through the ranks of the Crees—for
Father Liacombe’s ministry had been

ed. In a few moments.the Crees had
silently withdrawn.

How is it possible to give the bio-
graphy of a hero such as this with-
out picturing beyond dry statistics
and painting a picture as well as tel-
ling a story. And yet the best of
Miss Hughes’ picture painting does
not deal with hecr hero’s Christian-
like valor on the {fains, but with the
quaint contrast; between' him and his
environment on the occasion when
he emerged, /blinking . into civiliza-
tion. The laughter evoked by his
Joshua Whitcomb mistakes, with
‘finger bowls and other foolish things
of a civilization he had never seen,
is of that kind that lies close to the

fountain of tears. When he comes
to Montreal or Quebec, and still
more, when he comes to Paris or

Vienna, it is as if Daniel Boone came
to New York or London, with the
difference that he was a noblér and
yet: more childlike Boone, That is a
beautiful story of his visit to Kaiser
Franz Josef—he had gone to Austria
to get assistance for the Ruthen ans,
who were beginning . to immigrate
into the West, and this was in 1904,
a far cry from 1849, He was ad-
mitted there with his archhishop,
and it was his part to say nothing:
