to its future and considerable of a
debt; In 1915 the Hospitals’ capa-
city was over-taxed and the west
wing was added and a small carvas-
ing campaign was’ inaugurated to
raise the deficit of $3000.00 Steady
progress was made and very soon-Wwe
again found our facilities insuffici-
et for the demands made upon
them. In 1920 we made very ex-
tensive alterations and additions
bringing the Hospital to its present
size, To accomplish this we had to
call upon the generosity of the resi-
dents of this county and I am proud
to say they responded nobly. This
was in 1920 and for 10 years we have
carried on paving our way out of our
earnings and calling oxly in a small
way for outside help. We now want
some $10,000.00 for paying the bal-
ance due on the Nurses Home and
making' it possible to have a borfire
of the mortgage now covering it, to
install a new electric elevator and
other absolutely necessary equip~
ment. We are serving this notice
on you now so you will be prepared
for us when we call. The nurses
home was not bought for the ben-
efit of the nurses "alone but the
trustees were forced by stern neces-
sity to provide more accommodation
for patients and the only place
available was the quarters on the
third floor. This floor has been
fitted up into private and semi- pri-
vate rooms and has relieved the con-
jestion in a very satisfactory man-
ner. A decision had to be arrived at
without delay and the trustees, al-
though without the necessary mon-
ev, fat thay could rely upon the
generosity of ‘he residents of the
County to provide it. ‘We corsider
our present property situated in tne
heart of the town a very valuable
one that will continue to be enhanc-
ed In value as the years go by. Its
purchase has been of material ben-
efit to the nurszs who should in our
estimation receive every considera-
tion for they serve their time prac-
tically free and give of their best on
all occasions. What is- of benefit to
the nurses is of real value to the In-

i The acquiring of this pro-
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perty has entailed the expenditure
of quite an amount over and above
the purchase price. A complete out-
fit of furniture had to be provided
and an extersive fire escape had to
be erected. This expenditure has
been absorbed 'in our running ex-
pense but in paying for it in this
way our Endowment fund became
somewhat depleted. Our August
campaign for funds will have to pro-
vide for this shortage and we feel
sure that your response will make
this d for our d ds upon
