Question 6.—Has the legislature of
a province  power to prohibit’ com-
panies’ incorporated = by the Parlia-
ment of Canada - from carrying on
business within the province unless or
until the companies obtain a license
80 to do from the government of the
province, or other .- local authority
constituted by the legislature, if fees
are required to be paid upon the ijs-
sue of such licenses?

Question  7-=Is it competent to a
provincial legiglature to restrict a
company incorporated by the Parlia-
ment of Canada for the purpose of
trading throughout the whole Domin-
jon in the exercising of the special
trading powerg so conferred or to
limit the exercise of such powers
within the province?

Is such a  Dominion trading com-
pany subject td or governed by the
legiglation of a province in which it
carries .out or purposes to carry out
its trading powers, limiting the nat-
ure or kinds of husiness which cor-
porations not - incorporated by the
legislature of the province may carry
on, or the powers which they may
exercise within ‘the provinee, or im-
posing conditions which are to he ob-
served or complied with by such cor-
porations before they can engage in
business within the province?

Can such a. company so incorporat-
ed by the Parliament of Canada be
otherwise restricted in the exercise of
its corporate powers or capaecity, and
how, and in what respect, by provin-
cial legislation?

Sir Charles Fitzpatrick’s reply

Questions 6 and 7. Answer:—The
right of the province to restrict the

license to he obtained not for revenue
purposes, -but in reality to shut out
the operations of such incorporation,
is not within the power of the prov-
incial parliament. The province might
well require that foreign corporations
