WASHINGTON, July 14 —The record
of the most remarkabile year in our ex-
pori trade was completed to-day by the
Bureau of Statisics so far as relates 1o
the exportation of wheat,corn and other
breadstuff, pork be¢f and ‘other prov:s-
10ons; cotton and wineral oijl. These ar-
ticles form a large precentage of the to-
tal exporis aside from wanufactures.

The co:ton exported during the year
increased from 3,108,745,949 pounds to
3,341,332,800 pounds, while the tcta!
vaiue last year was $230,890,971. and
that for the year just erded £229,907,
477. In provisions. including beef,pork
and dairy produects, the value of the
exportations is greater than last vear,
