MUKDEN, Manchuri,a Dec. 31—
General Jiro Tamon, conqueror of
Tsitsihar, sent his Japanese cavalry
down from Kowpangtze to the Tale
ing River, fifteen miles from Chin.
chow tonight while the main body
of his troops followed for what ap=
peared to be the final drive on
China's last Manchurian strong-
hold.

Astride his black horse, this fives
foot soldier led his men into Kows
pangtze without a struggle this af-,
ternoon and camped there whils
General Kamura's division came in
from Hsinmintun, 69 miles to the
north. Scouting airplanes went out
ahead of the cavalry and cams
back to report that the Chinese
were leaving Chinchow in droves.
The advance guard went down to
the Taling, and Japanese troups
continued to pour into Kowpangtza
until theré were nearly 15000 of
them,

treat.
Store keepers had nailed their
doors and windows shut, fearing

looters, and ordinary: civilians re=
mained indoors &s the soldiers hur-
ried through the streets to the rail-
road yards. They coupled box cars
into long trains, three locomotives
to a train, crowded into them and
rolled on down toward the great
wall. Once a squadron of Japanese
alrplanes flew over and the panic-
stricken soldiers, expecting bombs,
raced for dugouts built within the
past few days. The entrances wera
narrow and sometimes there were
desperate fights to get in. The
planes looked the town over, circled
and headed north.
