Mr, Willlams was one of the fifteen
Welsh singers who were going home
on a visit, only five survived. Rev.
Mr Fraser, pastor of Trinity Church,
Summerside, had the pleasure of
hearing these singers in Sidney, N.8.,
shortly before they left for New York
to go aboard the liner. The struggle
of 3,000 passengers to reach the up-
per ‘decks when they knew that the
boat was torpedoed was vividly porte
rayed. The heroism of a young nurse
putting life belts on little children
and singing to them when the ship
was sinking was a never to be for-
gotten sight, The courage of the sur-
vivors in the life boats while they
waited for a rescue ship, some sing-
ing “Abide With Me"”, During this
narrative Mr. Hopkins sang the first
two verses of the hymn in a lovely
alto voice, and others singing “Tipp-
erary”, The pathetic sight of fifty
babies laid out in a garage in Queens
town and the joy of a father when he
found his little son on the “Empress
of India,” the liner that came to
their rescue were among the things
which speaker experienced on that
.fatal day. In such awful moments
when from a laughing merry crowd
of passengers in one terrible minute:
everything was changed -and that
once light hearted crowd was
changed to a helpless mass of hu-
manity struggling for their very ex-
istence, one wonders if it can be real.
This and the desire' to live were the
chief impressions Mr. Willlams had
rctained of that dreadful day.—S
