Paris Leiter

PARIS, April 22 (B U. P)—I have
never seen Mr. Arthur Henderson,
the British Foreign Secretary, so
cxuberant as on his latest visit to
Paris. There is no disguishing the
fact that he enjoys his trips to
France, although a stay in Paris for
him is no joy-tour but a round of
real hard work, as every journalist
fated to follow his movements knows.

Mr. Henderson now knows all the
drivers of the Golden Arrow on the
French side and when he arrives at
the Gare du Nord he never fails to
go up -and shake hands with the
grimy mechanicien,

This last time, Lord Tyrrell, the
British Embassador, was on the plat-
form to greet him, but Mr. Hender-
son took it into his head to go and
shake hands first with thé engine-
drive. Then he turned to Lord Tyr-
rell and repeated the salutation.

Unfortunately Lord Tyrrell was
wearing a pair of yellow chamois
gloves and some oil from the grimy
hand of the engine-driver trans-
ferred itself in them via Mr. Hen-
derson’s hand. Lord Tyrrell—ever
the diplomat—hastily took off his
gloves and stuffed them in his poc-
ket before Mr. Henderson could sec
‘what had happened.

English Channel, the British Foreign
Min'ster usually stays and dines at

one of the Embasy .secretariat oc-
casionally to a little restaurant near
the Arc de Triomphe for dinner.
There he often has for his neighbour
one or two French politicians—M.
Briand or M. Tardieu—quite often
a lot of the affairs of Europe are
settled in this . informal way. The
bill for each meal in that restaurant
usually amounts to akout 15 francs—
just over half-a-dollar.

Every year over a million people
from all parts cf the British Empire
come to France on a visit and the
permanent residents throughout the
country number at least 50,000, '

Amongst these are many British
children born here—the ofispring o
wartime marriages—and there are
hundreds of people of British nation-
ality born in France before the war.
The very oldest British ‘“expatriate”
however, is Miss Emma Barret, who
lived near the Etoile nearly fifty
years ago at a time when a voyage
on the Continont was still something
of an adventure.

She first sct food on French goil
when she was fourteen, having come
over with an English family as a
nurse-assistant, and now she is
seventy-five. She recalls with clear
detail the arrival of the Germans in
Paris at the end of 1870 and recalls
the privaticns which the city endur-
ed during the rigorous siege. “Peo-
‘ple were glad to get anything in
those times,” she told me. “I recall
very well going out and seeing camecl
and elephant meat on sale in the
butchers’ shops and we were all very
glad to be able to get some of it.”

She remembers aiso the fierce
frost of forty years ago when during
fifty-two days the temperature was
far below zero and Miss Barrett was
one of several passengers in an
omnibus across the frozen Seine.

I once met a Canadian business
man who first came to France sixty
years ago but, unlike this remark-
able old Englishwoman, he had quit
the country again, although he made
almost ycarly visits. Miss Barrett is
a native of Great Marlow, on the
upper reaches of the Thames.

Paris has just celebrated the tri-
centenary of what it claims as the
world’s first newspaper, La Gazette,
published in April 1631 by Theoph-
raste Renaudot, a prominent doctor
of that period.

The personal physician to King
Louis XIII, the oldtime doctor was a
strange character who was out to
make a few extra francs by any leg-
itimate possible means. He started a
pawnshop, which did not bring such
a lucrative profit as had bheen an-
