The President then in ‘felicitous
terms proposed the toast of “His
Honor the Lieutenant Governor.”

His Honor Governor Heartz
acknowledgment, said:

““Not only on behalf of His Graci-
ous Majesty King George V. whose
duty and privilege it is to rule an
Empire which in brilliancy and
achievement, surpasses all the king-
doms and empires, past or present
in this old world of ours, do 1
heartily thank you for the enthusi-
astic manner in which you have
drunk the initial toast, but also for
the ardent and zealous way in
which you have performed the
same courtesy in my own case.

I can assure you, Mr. President
and Gentlemen, that in the human
breast is the love of one’'s birth-
'place and the home of one's ancest-
ors. The pride of the Scotchman
for his native land is based upon
the knowledge that wherever a son
of Scotland has gone forth from
the old land to make a living, or
found a new home, he can never
forget the land of Scotland — the
Cradle of his race.

Recently a very eminent and dis-

tinguished visitor to the province
of Prince Edward Island. Sir And-
rew Rae Duncan, declared that the
exodus from this Island was not
such a bad thing as we considered
it, for, said Sir Andrew, “if all
your people remained- here - thé
Island would soomr be over populat-
ed, and think what a tremendous
lIoss it would be to the world if the
sons of this Province did not, go
forth into greater fields of labor.”
The same he sald was true of Scot-
land, and he further remarked that
“if its sons had stayed at home the
whole world would have been in-
finitely the loser.” ‘This is a new
phase of the exodus, one, 1 believe
which will find an agreeable res-
ponse in every loyal heart.
I find, Mr, President and gentle-
men, that soon after Prince Ed-
ward Island became a British pos-
session, there was a large influx
of Scottish immigration from the
Highlands and some of the West-
ern ]slun(ls,‘ brought here by Capt.
John Macdonald, in 1771, These
people settled in sections of Queens
and Kings Counties. Later other
parties followed, especially that in
1803 under. the patronage of the
Jarl of Selkirk. Still later, even
up until the present many have
come from the land of the cakes
and heather individually or in
small parties, more or less under
their own power. Now, the coming
of these people of Scottish birth to
our Island, and the mingling of
their blood with the people here,
is no doubt responsible for the
magnificent class of the Jsland’s
inhabitants, which have not only
made our country to “blossom as
the rose,” but at the same time
has given to the world some of the
most brilliant intellectuals of the
times. .

the first banquet was held in this
city. Subsequently it was affiliat-
ed with the Highland Society of
London in the year 1837 and was
known as the Highland Society of!
Prince Edward Island. In 1864 it
Was constituted as it now is “The
Caledonian Club of Prince EBdward
Island.” To belong to it you must
.be a Scotchman, 'Highland or Low-
land, or one of their descendants.
The object of the Club is for the
Ppurpose of preserving and perpetu-
ating in Prince Edward Island the
native dress, music and athlezic
games of the pebple of Scotland,
and to promote the welfare of the
Scotch generally. 4

It was a memorable day in our
history when the Scotch settled
here, and it was another ‘“red let-
ter day” when they organized the
great Club, which tonight by this
banquet is so fittingly celebrating
the feast of St. Andrew, the Patron
Saint of Scotland.
It is not necessary for me to 1e-
fer to the fact that wherever Scots-
men go they carry religion and
knowledge, and they have tremend-
ously influenced the course of hu-
man development. The Caledonian
Club has furnished entertainment
and given exhibitions of the prow-
ess of Scottish youth on field and
track. “The Spottish Gathering”
is unique amongst the athletic
meets of our province; then the
Scottish Concert in the winter
season, and the course of lectures
put on during the long winter
nights, all are instructive, edifying
and entertaining to the people of
our capital and our Province. This
Club has preserved the games of
Scotland, and created a taste for
the poetry of Burns, and the songs
and music of “My Ain Countrie,”
and it has inculcated a love for the
history of Scotland and its world
wide significance. By its benevol-
ence and its kindly feeling toward
all, irrespective of class, creed or
politics, the Caledonian Club has
exemplified the words of its im-
mortal bard in—
Then let us pray that come it may—

As come it will for a' that;
That sense and worth o’er a’' the

earth,

May bear the gree, and a’' that;
For a’ that and a’ that,

Scotland lgst none of her dig-
mity preserved to herself her own
national institutions and sent her
own King to rule over the United
Kingdom. The genius and the valor
which illuminated her early history
have shona no less brightly in the
DPassing years and have contributed
in a vast degree to the extension of
Britain's power and to the up-build-
ing of what has become the British
Empire.

in Christendom, and- when her
scholars had to content themselves
with habitations and food which
would now be considered too mean
for savages, her intellectual super-
iority was acknowledged by the
world. In our own time the educa-
tionl institutions of Scotland and
the thoroughness of her education-
al system are rightly held up to us
as patterns. High among the lead-
ers in intellectual and educational
work in this Dominion and in this
Province, have ever stood those of
Scottish birth and extraction.
