NADIAN FORCES IN FRANCE,
July 3 — (CP Cable) — The com-
ing second battle of the campaign
in France, which will see the
clash of mighty forces, may be
fought right here in  Normandy,
pivoting on the Caen sector. As
the first month of the campaign
nears its end, this eastern front of
the beachhead, narrow as it is, is
bursting with troops, tanks and

guns.

The British Army never in its
history has concentrated such a'
force as this, and the Canadians
are making their contribution.

This massed strength here is
opposed by powerful German for-
ces. Crack panzer divisions from
reserves in the west have been
rushed to the Caen sector, con-
stantly harried on the move by R
F. squadrons.

The British firmly hold a salient
jutting out menacingly into German
territory southwest of Caen. The
flanks bristle with hundreds of anti-
tank guns, field guns and British
armor. The infantry who won this
ground have been dying in the
poppy fields and every  German
blowua ainst the salient has bheen
repelled.

On Saturday there was fighting
from dawn to dusk on the western
flank as the enemy threw in what
was intended to be a large-scale
attack, Artillery hit it before (11(5 ;'ol-

Striking anew on a 40-mile front down the Cherbourg Peninsula
American troops holding the Allied right of line in France are executing
a swift squecze play in an attempt to rout the Nazi foe from the last tri-
angular segment of the Normandy foreland and pave the way for the
next major phase of the continental invasion,

Their objective avnears to be the Caen-Avranches highway which
spans the base of the Cherbourg Peninsula from the Orne River mouth on
Seine Bay In the east to the Bay of St. Malo between the Normandy and
Brittany Peninsulas in the west. That would straighten and shorten the
Allied front in Normandy and give it a triple system of lateral roads as
well as the Caen-Cherhourg railway, all fed out of Cherbourg harbor, over
which to service the fighting lines for the next big move against the foe.

The speed with which the American wing of the line was thrown into
reverse after the clcaring of the head of the Cherbourg Peninsula may
have caught the enemy more or less napping. Initial advances of nearly
three miles were achieved.

Pivoting on their junction with British forces east of St. Lo, the Am-
erican troops are effecting a swing southward to straighten the line as &
preliminary to a further zeneral ndvance, whether to the Loire mouth
across the base of the Brittany Peninsula or possibly directly on Paris.
Yet no one excent the Allied high command knows certainly where the
main battles in France are planncd.

Since the first landings the cnemy has not dared draw on his force
deployed along the channel and north sca coasts east of Seine Bay to
meet the threat in Normandy for fear of weakening his lines to the
point of vulnerability at points closer to Berlin than any vet reached by
the Allies in the west.

There are many indications that he is preparing to abandon Italy en-
tirely to conscrve mannvower and he may even be prepared to surrender
Brittany: and the whole Loire-Seine bacin, nossiblv including Paris itself
in the end, in preference to coming to decisive battle at points so remote
from Germany’s own frontiers. .
