He went to
France early in 1916 and was in all
the heavy fighting in wiich the Can-
adians participated from that time
up to the time he was disabled. He
won the D. C. M. in the Somme fight-
ing in 1916. Before enlisting he held
a good position in the Calgary Police
Department.

Pte. Frank Grady, of East Baltic,
son of Mr. P. Grady, i8 minus his
loft leg-as the result of wounds re-
ceived at the battle of Amiens. Me
enlisted in the 105th and transferred
to the 26th. He fought at Arras and
in the Amiens fighting had his leg
broken in thrée places below the kneo.
Two of the breaks —were —made by
shrapnel and one by bullet all being
received almost simultaneously.  The
leg was amputated three days later,

Pte. Allan Doiron. of Charlottetown,
ig a well-known young barber of thie
city. He was wounded in the hip
at Bourlon Wood as the result of
which one leg is slightly shorter than
the other.

Pte. George Walker, is a son of
the Iutn Capt. Daniel Walker of the
(. G. S. Brant, and formerly belonged
to Geommown. He enlisted in the’
105th and transferred to the 26th. He
was wounded by shrapnel in the head
and leg and also lost the middle
finger of his left hand.

Pte. Nicholas Murphy, is the son of
Mr. Phillp Murphy of Sturgeon. He
{s also a 26th Battalion man having
enlisted in the 106th, He is minus
his left arm. ;

Pte. J., W. Pidgeon of Kensington
also lost his right leg below the knee
at the battle of Amiens, He also en-
listed in the 105th.

Pte. J. R. McLeod, of the 105th, who
tranferred to the 13th was another
man who had the misfortune to lose
a limb, _ He lost his right leg below
the knee as the result of severe
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wounds received, He Dbelongs to
North Wiltshire.

PARIS, April 13.—The supreme
economic council has announced an
agreement between the associated

governments providing ]that enemy
tonnage, both that acquired before
and since the armistice, would be
divided among those governments ac-
cording to their ability to bring the
ships into speedy use and, in the
case of passenger ships, according to
their relative needs. !
This agreement wil not prejudice
the ultimate disposition of the ships
under the terms of the treaty of
peace. The vessels will fly the flag
of the allied maritime council as well
as tlhe national flag of the country
undertaking their management.

North Russian Crisis
Now Passed
