The history of Victoria Barracks,
commonly known as the Ordnance
Bulldings, dates back to the days
of the “Tenant League”. The
threat of force by the League in
the year 1865 prompted authorities
of that day to seek military force
to aid the civil authorities to
maintain law and order.

In a talk before the Veterans
Guard of Canada some few years
8go, Major. T.E. MacNutt, city,
gave an Interesting  historical
sketch of the present home of the
17th Recce,

Jt appears that in the month of
August, 1865, a detachment of the
2nd Battalion of the 16th Regi-
ment of about 130 soldlers and
eight officers under Major Thomas
Tydd arrived in  Charlottetown
from Halifax. As there were no
barracks, the detachment pitched
tents in a field on the east side of
the Malpeque Road opposite the
town spring,

The building in which the Vet-
eran’s Guard was quartered dur-
ing the Second World War was
also used previously for the quart-
ering of men, while the: officers’
quarters were in the building now
occupied by Mr. Hughes — the
northern section of which was
pulled down some 12 yearns ay
was the old Orderly Room situated
Just east of the Magazine.

The Magazine was erscted
In use by 1868, as a board was
tailed by Major Cropley,
sistant inspector of militia, on the
26th August of that year to exam-
ine and report on the ammunition
and stores contained in it, whien
had just arrived from Halifax,

It is interesting to note that en
the 15th of January, 1867, the
DPresent Drill Hall was opened by
His Excellency, the Commander-
in-chief Lt.-Governor George Dun-
das. The first Drill Hall was on the
second floor of a .large warehouse
situated where Mr, Hutcheson’s of-
fice building now stands Just west
of the Canadian Legion Home on
Grafton Street.
