Early Church
History In P.E.I.

(By Uncle Joe)
X

The story of St. Paul’s Church
differs from the story of Presby-
terianism or Methodism »0 far as
its early existence In this Island
is concerned. And like other early
churches of the perlod covered by
this sketch, it had a colorful and
varled career.

When in 1769, the Island of St.
John got a government separale
from that of Nova Scotia H. M.

-George 11I ordered thal one hun:

dred pounds. sterling should be
granted for the stipend of a clergy-
man, the Rev. John Cauifield was,
by Royal Warrant, appoinied rectot
of the Parish of Charlotte, while
the Rev. R. Grant became Chaplain
to Governor Patterson at a salary
of fifty pounds sterling. .
It is interesting to nole that
while Caulfield held this post for

over four years, he never ieft the
Mother Country. Nor did Mr.
Grant, Patterson himsell did not

come to the Island until 1770.
After repeated requests by the
Governor to the Home Government,
funds to build a church was grant-
ed. But the money was used to pay
the salaries of the Cvil List which.
at that time, was sadly in arrears.
Thus shorn of its funds the church
remained the dream it had been
for another thirty years. In tae
meantime services continued to be
held in  Richardson’s  tavern in
Queen Street. We are not told who
did the preaching during thosc
years. Warburton tells us that the
Rev. John Eagleston, of Fort Cunt-
berland, preached three times in
the City during the fall of 1773,
but makes no refeience to othet
clergymen of this denomination.
P

In a letter to Lord Dartmoulii,
dated Sept. 1713, Gov. Palterson
said: “I can no longer heep frdm
representing to your Loidship that
the minister appointed for the town
has not, as yet, made h.s appeai-
ance among us, nor has ever
once thought proper to assicn any
reason for his absence, nor do 1
believe he has ever made apyplica-
tion anywhere for leave."

This was a cause for great con-
cern among certain members of
the body, and may have been the
cause of many leaving tne Island,
after coming here with the purposc
of permanent settlement. One  is
able to glean something ol the feei-
ings of those pcople when one
learns that their  children  wert
growing up unchristened and with-
out adequate religious ltaining.
Finally, Caulfield: was ohliged to
resign a position which he filled
in name only, and the appointment

to the Parish of Chariolte wa.
given to  the Rev.  Theophilus
DesBrisay. The year was 1774, bui
he did not reach here until the fol-
lowing year. Mr. Desbrisay was
rector of the Parish of Charlotte
until  his death which occurred
March 14, 1823,
P

Perhaps Mr. DesBiisay's greateast
inforcement came in 1775, while
en route to Charlottetown froni
Cansn. The vessel conveying him,
together with Mr. Spence, a mem-
ber of the Island Council, were
captured by two American Frivale
cers.  The vessels had pundered
Charlottetown, and had on board
Mr. Callbeck, acting Governor dur-
ing Mr. Patterson's absence in Eng-
land, and a Mr. Wright. T1he Priva-
teers were on their way to Genera!
Washington's headquarters in Cam-
