Of Training School

Graduate nurses from the i~
ta} from all parts of the prg\?fsri)ée
atwended this important event and
listened willy interest to the account
given by Miss Mair. Reminiscences
of their training days were told by
the various nurses during the pleas-
ant social hour. Miss Bessie Beer
a former superintendent of the
hospital was one of those present,
Refreshments were served at the
close of the meeting. h

Miss Mair, in her interesting ad-
dress, spoke of the founding of the
old hospital in 1883 which had a
bed capacity of 12 beds but con-
tained no regular nursing s« f as
compared with e standing of the
hospital today. At present there
were about 100 beds and student
nurses number 30. It was not unti’
1¥1 that it was felt a matron
should be placed in charge of the
institution. Accordingly a graduate
nurse from St. John General Hospi-
tal, Miss Jessie Sheraton, was con-
tacted. She agreed to assume the
duties of matren and came to this
city to take charge at the hospital.

It was through e efforts of Miss
Sheraton that the first Training
School for Nurses was establishen
in the old Prince Edward Island
Hospital, Miss Mair told her lisi-
eners, The first class consisted of
only two girls—Miss Sarah Arthur
and Miss Ella Tynan, Miss Arthur
is residing in Summerside at pres-
ent and she sent her regrets at not
being able to attend the meeting.
The whereabouts of the other mzm-
ber of the hospital’s first nursing
class could not be determined iast
night, These two student nurses
cempleted their course in two years
and the first graduates of the P.
E. I. Hospital were oresented with
their diplomas in 1893,

Graduations were only held inter-
mittently during the few years fol-
lowing the establishment of the
school but since 1903 regular yearly
graduating exercises have been neld.
