BED MADE ON ONE SIDE FIRST

NEW YORK—There, have been
scveral studies made in  recent
years of the chore of bed-making
to determine the easiest, quickest
way. The trick. of course, as most
housewives know, is to make up
the bed entirely on one side and
then do the other side.

But most bed-makers, somehow,
make more than the one trip
around. For these, the Department
of Agriculture has some astounding
figures worked out by their ex-
periment stations in Vermont and
Indiana.

The average homemaker devotes
25 hours a year and four miles of
walking to making up just one bed.
If the bed has more than one blan-
ket, it takes longer.

This means that 100 hours a year
and 16 miles of walking are re-
quired to keep four beds in order
for a 12-month period. !

However, by adhering strictly to
the “once-around” practice, the 25
hours can be reduced to 16 and
the four miles of walking can be
cut to about a mile and a fifth

The ideal height for a bed, from
the standpoint of making it up, is
waist height.

NEW YORK—Among new rubber
houseware is a reversible soap
dish. You put the soap on one side
te drain, after use. Then flop over
the dish to the other side when
the. soap is dry. Result—no soft
soap..Little waste, %

In this same line is an over-size

o ‘this pair is -that a whole din-
ner's dishes .can be ‘set to drain at
a time—no double shifts.

This draining tray is made es-
pecially for the modern type sink
ccunters that are covered with
linoleum or the like. The trays are
so made that the water drains into
the sink.

The large size dish drainer has
a “stand-up” rack for silver.
