Good steers were $7.50 to $8,
medium $6.50 to $7.25 and common
$5.50 to $6.25. Odd fed calves sold
up to $8. Heifers were fi'om $4 to
$7. Gocd cows $5.50 to $6, medium
cows $4.50 to 550 and common
from $4 to $4.50. Canners and cut-
ters wr'g $250 to $3.75. Butcher
bulls .00 to $6, common bulls
$4.25 to $5.25.

Quality comnsidered, calves were
about steady with last Monday.
Goed veals made $7.50 to $8 with
an extreme top of $8.50. Fair to
medium kinds in mixed lots from
$6 to $6.50, and common light
veals down to $5. Drinkers were
$4.50 to $4.75.

Spring lambs were sold at $6 to
$8 each, according to weight and
quality. There were no tops. Com-
mon light lambs are not wanted.
Sheep were from $5 to $6.

The bulk of the hogs were sold
at $8.50 for bacons fed and water-
ed and up to $8.65 off trucks, Se-
lects drew $1 per hog premium
with the regular cuts on off grades.
Sows were $4 to $4.75. Hcgs sold
on rail grade brought $11.30 hot
weight.
