LONDON, Nov. 30.—A new story of
a British encounter with the Prussian
Guard was told by a corporal of the
Warwickshire Regiment, who is now
at home wounded.

were warned in time. There was an

A NARROW ESCAPE
FOR CROWN PRINCE.

PARIS, November 30.— Details of
the German Crown Prince's narrow
escape from the French dragoons af-
ter the Marne defeat were given ves-
terday by a French civilian who, dis-
regarding the prohibited placards suc-
ceeded in making the trip on a bicy-
cle within four miles of the German
trenches on the western fringe of the
Argonne forest. Before the battle of
the Marne, the Prince was at St. Me-
nehold, for about a week. With the
Princess he occupied a chateau ' be-
longing to a rich drug manufacturer.
M. Garaudel, who gained consider-
able notoriety some years ago by try
ing to get a huge poster advertising a
cough specific attached to the kiftel
Tower.. When'the Germans retreated,
the Crown Prince and Princess retired
to a small village of Montfaucon, in
the Argonne where they lived for some
days in a large house, which previous-
ly had heen prepared for them.
