And, as gathering the harvest seems
to be the order of the day, all fall
to work and for days, even weeks to
come, they are the busiest, most use-
ful, of all our feathered benefac- |
tors. !

There are many places throughout
the country where weeds grow in
abundance, The meadow land allow-
ed to grow wild for a season; the
rough pasture lot; the hedge row
and even the odd corners of the cul-
tivated field, in fact everywhere, un-
tilled by man, becomes a parden of |
wild flowers during the summer but,
what we are pleased to cali a “weed
patch” in the Autumn.
