For the first time during this war,
have been collected and published on the actual
hours worked by almost all types of industrial
workers in Britain. The survey was undertaken
for the first pay week of July, 1943, and the
results published in the Ministry of Labour
Gazette for February, 1944. It is shown that
for the occupations covered the average for
men of 21 years and over was 52.9 hours a week;
for women of 18 years and over, 43.9; for
youths, 14-20, 48; and for girls 14-17, 45.1.
The average for all workers was 50 hours a
week,

This year's rice crop in Australia is ex-
pected to be a record. All of it is grown in New
South Wales (see June Newsletter). With an
average yield of about two tons to the acre (a
figure which has caused amazement in Ceylon),
this should provide at least- 73000 tons of
“paddy,” compared with about half that total
in pre-war days. The whole of the crop is re-
quired for the Allied forces and for consump-
tion in the island territories of the Southwest
P'acific. The quality is excellent.

Councillor T. Albert MacKinnon does the
right thing in calling upon those in the city who
want universal coal weighing certificates to
attend the meeting of the City Council and back
their opinion by their presence.

The Irony Of Canada’s Role

One of the features of the Dumbarton Oaks Conference is the
fact that one of the Big Four is Great Britain, not the British Com-
monwealth. This fact is not merely a matter of course, something
that was always planned. Rather, it represents the failure of an
earnest. move to constitute the British Commonwealth. of Nations
as one coordinated group in just such a peace-keeping structure as
the Dumbarton Oaks Conference is now endeavoring to build,

Indeed, the Dumbarton Oaks Conference places in a truer light
the effort made earlier. this year to bring the Commonwealth na-
tions more effectively together to meet the responsibilities of peace,
There is a new incisiveness and immediasy to these words spoken
by Lord Halifax in his address before the Toronto Board of Trade
last January 24: “If, in the future, Britain is to play her part with-
out assuming burdens greater than she can support, she must have
with her in peace the same strength that has sustained her in this
war, Not Great Britain only, but the British Commonwealth and
Empire must be the fourth power in that group upon which, under
Providence, the peace of the world will henceforth depend. There,
summed up in a sentence, is the need as I see it.”

Obviously, it was, as Lord Halifax foresuw, “among the first
problems to be considered” when the responsible ministers of the
Crown from every part of the Commonwealth met, together. Obvi-
ously, too, Prime Minister Churchill, though he may have presided
over the conference itself with Jjudicial restraint, yet expressed, on
the conference's eve, how close his hopes lay to those of Lord Halifax.
But the difficulties that confronted these hopes 'had early ‘become
apparent when Prime Minister W. L. Mackenzie King, speaking
before the Canadian House of Commons on January 31, declared that
Canada could not “for one moment give support to such an‘idea.”

Any expectations that Prime Minister King ‘would alter his stand
Wwere disappointed when, in the address delivered in London before
the members of the British Parliament, he proved no less determin-
ed in his opposition. Indeed, the precise point of difference between
Prime Minister King and Lord Halifax appealed in their use of the
word “danger.” Lord Halifax felt that danger lay in leaving Com-
monwealth relations unaltered before the challenge of peace. The
danger, for Mr. King, lay in making any alteration in the existing
structure,

The Conference of Commonwealth Prime Ministers ended with
a joint declaration of vague, if hearty, goodwiil. But clearly it had
failed to reach agreement on the main problem with which it had
been faced. This fail

there was a tendency to smooth over the question as though the
whole discussion was rather academic in any case, or was concerned
with those post-war discussions which (n the days before the Allied
invasion) seemed very remote indeed.

An average of 100 bombs were
launched per day during the period
of assault. This number concen-
trated on the comparatively small
area of London, could and did wreak
serious_destruction of life and pro-
perty. There can be no doubt that
those in authority spent some
anxious tiraes before the menace
was climinated.

The statement, however, is note-
worthy principally because it shows
the splendid efficiency of the de-
fences. It is truly remarkable that
only 29 pereent of the bombs reach-
ed their target. These were enough,
of course, to cause tremendous cas-
ual:ies, but the toll would have been
tragically multiplied had a major
proportion of the projectiles found
heir mark.

The Nazis have grim reason to re-
flect on the failure of their cam-
paign of frightfulness. They have
leosed, in desperation, the most
modern of all weapcns, only to see
its efficiency quickly crippled, with-
out one shred of  military advan-
wage being gained. They ‘can take
satisfaction only from the deaths
of a few thousand innocemt
civillans,
