BIDDING OVER A DOUBLE

When an opponent doubles your
partner’s opening bid, your own
bidding tatics are effected, because
you now have certain choices
which would not otherwise have
been logical. You can pass to a-
wait developments; you can re-
double; or you can raise or bid
your own suit, but not exactly as
you would have in the absence of
a double.

Generally speaking, if you were
prepared to give a single raise for
partner's suit you should still make
a shutout raise all the way to game,
it is imperative than ever to follow
this course, to keep the other op-
ponent quiet. One thing is sure,
however—there is no conceivable
logic in distorting one's cwn bid be-
cause of the double as North did
in today's deal! |

to a four-heart contract! Since
North lacked the strength for a
a redouble (being unprepared (o
double the opponents at any low
contract) he should have passed
on the first round and later raised
the hearts if able to do so at the

two-or three-level but no higher!
