BOSTON, Nov. 5.—Henrry B. Iii-
dicott, federal food commissioner fou
Massachusetts branded as ahsolutely
absurd the proposition to have the
State seize the food warehouses with
in its boundaries, in a report which
he submitted to Governor McCall yes-
terday. Mr Endicott declared that
there is no hoarding or speculation
in connection with Massachusetts
warchouses

The report was the result of a let-
ter which Major Curley sent to Gov-
ernor McCall recently, stating  that
the warchouses were overdoaded with
poultry.

Frederick W. Mansfield, candidate
for Governor, has been uirging the
seizure of the food in warehouses and
criticising the Governor for not ord-
ering such seizure. Governor McCall
asked Mr. Endicott to report on the
Mayor's letter..

It was stated by Mr. Endicott that
there are a great many products in
the warehouses that are sol¢ to the
allies abroad and are await¥hg ship-
ments.

Mr. Endicott said that there is «a
good supply in the Masachusetts
storehouses , but that there is a
chance of ' transporation from the
great food fields of this country bo-
ing interrupted. In this case, he
said, the soldiers in Bay State camps,
as well as the rest of the people, will
have to be fed from storehouses. He
asserts that he will not permit any
large withdrawals from the ware-
houses until he is sure Massachusetts
can go through the coming winter
hardship. )
