IEBUILDING THE
RUSSIAN. NAVY.

—

ST. PETERSBURG, June 3— The
oremier will . shortly submit esti-
nates for the rebuilding of the Rus-
nan navy. The ships of Rojestven-
s¢y and Makaroff, which the Japan-
»se destroyed during the war, are to
be replaced by up-to-date battleships
and cruisers, the contracts for wnich
vill be placed abroad. While there
is no doubt that the estimates will
e hotly debated, in the Douma, the
naval program of the imperial coun-
il will te forced through in spite of
‘nv such opposition,

In connection with these prepara-
ions for the building of ships Rus-
sla is also planning to reform and re-
organize aer navy. It is not at all
nlikely that she will have the assis-
ance of British naval officefs in . this
vork, a suggestion in whieh direc-
ion lhas already been voiced by sev-
ral of the 'St. Fetersburg news-
apers. While at first sight 'it might
seem.that this is a confession of in-
‘riority which no great powér might
‘are to make, this view of the' mat-
‘er is  not taken hy the czar's ad-
visers. England is now virtually
Russia's allay, and what more natu-
~al than that in the interest of peace
jreat. Britain should help ‘train a
strong peace preserving Russian
navy.

There is another and a”practical
ide to the question which ‘ho doubt
ill appeal to British naval authori-
sieg like Mr. Churchill, -~ Qutside of
he Black Sea and the Balfic Rus-
sia’s ships projected in the new esti-
nates would find their berths in
Jriental waters between Vladivostok
wnd Hainan, where Great Britain is
rradually  reducing Her naval
trength. The reduction of the Brit-
sh China station began shortly after
“ord Landsdowne negotiated the
\nglo-Japanese alliance, and it has
‘ontinued steadily cver since. A
trong Russiaa  fleet in  Chiness
vaters would equalize the ,balance
f naval nower in the Orient in case
'y rift should riffle the Anglo-Japa-
.ese lute of amity.
