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Strong Recommendations

It is encouraging to have, from the Recon-
struction Committee of the House of Commons,
such straightforward recommendations as
those tabled last weck with regard to Maritime
transportation and other requirements.,  This
report  definitely  recommends, among  other
things, “imprevements designed to make com-

munications  between  rince  FEdward  1sland
and the mainland constant, relable and  ade-
quate.” It urges LFederal Government surveys
of conditions in the Maritime Provinces, with
the object of advi wid hielping in steps 1o

improve the cconomic life of the people.”

The report goes on 1o say:

“This iniprovement can be brought about in
part through a proper development of the fish-
ing industry; through assistance to the farm-
ing community, by the application of the pre-

visions of the P'rairic Farm Rehabilitation et ;
hy the installation of rural clectrification, and
the extension of cold storage facilities; through

proper fore-t conservation and extended utiliza-
tion of forest products: through the introduc-
tion of additional  secondary industry, where
the operation of such industry is economicallv
sound by reasen of  proper markets and  of
primary predaciion within the Maritime  Pro-
vinees or in neighboring lands, such as New-
toundland.”

The report states that “a great deal of thought
has been given the econo situation of the
Maritime  Provinces,” and it adds that: —
“The suggested inquiry into  their  condition
should 1include the extent, if any, to which the
Maritimes have suffered because of lack of
proper  distribution  of  sccondary industryin
Canada, and also the possibility of sccuring ex-
tended  markets—Dboth  Canadian  and  interna-
tional—ior all Maritime production.”

Chairman of the Reconstruction Committee
is Mgk, Jayes G, Turceox, member for Cari-
boo, B.C.. and a native of the Maritimes. The
committee’s repoert s of the greatest consequ-
ence and its recommendations should be press-
ed vigorously by ail our Maritime representa-
