In addressing the parliamentary
committees he said social securlt{
is directed at overcoming want.

‘The
others, he said, are disease, ignor-
ance. squalor and idleness.

Of these, idleness presented the
most sexious problem. But twice
during his lifetime, each time in a
g:rio of war, unemployment had

en eliminated and it could also be
eliminated in peacetime, Sir Wil-
liam said.

He said he expected that after
the war Britain would compromise
between the state enterprise of

private enterprise
of the United States. He assumed
Canada would also be somewhere
between these two systems,

Plan meet the post-war
conditions was necessary now and
wrc;ultz not interfere with the war
effort,

He describe the report on soclal
security by Dr, Marsh as “a re-
markable ‘document.” In some par-
ticulars it differed from his report
for the United Kingdom and ap-
peared to be better adapted to meet
the needs of Canada.

In addressing the meeting of
Mayors and the Canadian Club, Sir
Willlam recalled that many of the
most valuable suggestions he haa
received in drafting his r
come from municipal authorities.

Prime Minister Mackenzie Kin,
attended the meeting. The gréa
problems of human welfare could
not be solved by any one govern-
ment, any one municipality “but
only by a great co-operative effort
of all,” Mr. King said.
