LIQUOR AND FROGRESS

If 'we are going to found the
prosperity of the country, its com-
mercial prosperity, its  industrial
prosperity, ‘'upon an impregnable
basis, we must clean:te the foun-
dations of the rot of alcohol. The
prosperity of a country is directly
dependent on its citizens—their
perfect health, good character, and
high efficiency. These are the three
requisites for the success of the
individual and therefore of the
nation. All three may be destroyed
sh?ultaneously by one agent—alco-
hol.

Alcohol is a habit-forming drug,
an acrid poison which insidiously
eats away the very foundations of
health. Indulgence by young peo-
ple checks their normal growth and
development. Indulgence by older
peop'e decreases their strength and
shortens their span of life, Indul-
gence by any one reduces his re-
sistance to diseate, diminishes his
power~to~combat-an-infection, and
delays or prevents his recovery. In
1931 mo:e people were killed by al-
cohol, than by typhold. diphtheria,
and’ influenza combined. Cardinal
Mercier said in 1917 that “alcohol
kills more men than war, and kills
them all dishonorably.” .Insurance

server of dead bodies, is also the
greatest destroyer of living ones.
Just as surely as alcohol enfeebles
physical strength, it also ruins a
man’s self-respect and. lowers his
ideals. The very first glass of lig-
uon starts to paralyze the critical
faculty, so that an undistorted de-
cision is impossible. Every success-
ive drink further weakens self-con-
trol, so’ that regardless of every-
thing—health, home, friends, posi-
tion—the power to say ‘“no” is
quickly lost.

There are some who do not fall
so low, but even the moderate
drinker is paying in some way for
his sensuous pleasure. ™ reality
the surrender of one man makes
many innocent people suffer, and
that is the most criminal aspect of
his case.

With his health and character
thus b'ighted by alcohol, a non-
abstainer cannot fill a worthy pos-
ition in his community. Efficiency
is the prime requisite of modern
life. Alcohol destroys efficiency and
therefore belongs to a slower mov-
ing age. With the invention of ma-
chinery, the need for absolute sob-
riety became imperative. An in-
toxicated man could doubtless use
a flall a century ajo; he cannot
cperate a combine to-day; what
was possible in the days of the
water-mill, is not possible in the
age of the electric dynamo. Indeed
any state of intoxication may- ren-
der a man dangerous in a respon-
sible position. One drink will des-
troy the nicety of co-ordination be-
tween brain, nerve and muscle,
which is so necessary for accuracy.
