Where cancer is suspected but
operation or radium and X-ray
treatment is not considered advis-
able for the time being, biopsy is
done. Blopsy is a microscopi¢c exam-
ination of a plece of the tissue re-
moved from the suspected cancer.
This gives definite proof of cancer.
If cancer is present, three meth-
ods of ronoving all cancer cells and
preventing these cells from spread-
ing to near-by tissues or carried to
distant parts are in use: Surgery,
X-ray and radium. Remember,
early cancer is curable.
