NEW YORH, Sept. 22—An attempt
to get ‘‘brain twists’’ out of a boy’'s
mind by cutting open his skull was
made yesterday afternoon in the
\(ollmteer St. Gregory Hospital in
Gold street. It was said last night

by Dr. Kirsch that the oheration it-

self had been successful and that it
was hoped the young patient would
he resiored to a normal state, but
that cannot be told definitely for
several weeks.

Charles F. Gastiger, ten years old,
u‘s th‘e boy,, His father is Charles
Gastiger of No. 312 Stanhope street,
Brooklyn. Several years ago young’
Cl}nrles was struck by a trolley car.
His head was wounded, but he = soon
apparently got over the trouble.
Strange symptoms began to develop
more than six months ago. First
there was a strange trembling of the |
hands. This was attributed to over-
study and general nervousness. But
the trembling grew more pronounced
and extended to the rest of the body.
One day the boy fell in a convulsion.
‘I believe he is epileptic,” . said a

doctor.
But other and graver signs ap-
peared. The boy would lose memory

whenever he had a ‘‘spell” and would
talk vaguely. Another surgeon was
brought in. He thought paresis was
develouing side by side with epilepsy.

'The incipient paresis produced a
semi paralysis. It became more
and more difficult for the boy to use
his limbs regularly, At intervals he
lost control of them altogether.When
he was taken to St. Gregory's Hospi.
tal for observation several days ago,
Dr. Kirsch summoned Dr. Joseph H.
Forbes and other surgeons. They
found signs of an old wound on the
boy’s head. The X-rays were ap-
plied and revealed the true cause of
the ‘‘brain twists.”

When the trolley car struck the boy
the force of the collision was exerted
in so strange a way that the inner
table of the skull was broken, yet the
skull’s centre wall was not fractured.
Therefore, the fracture had escaped
the notice of the surgeons.

The inner fractire had let the skull
sag and press upon the brain. In
