Billy Taylor Has Been
Suspended From
Hockey For Life

(By The Canadian Press)

LANSING, Mich, March 9—
“The Kid” was expelled . today
from the sport in which he has
starred for a decade.

Colorful Billy Taylor's expulsion
from hockey was ordered by Cla-
rence S. Campbell, National Leag-
ue president, because of “conduct
prejudicial to and against the
welfare of hockey.” The charge:
assoclation with James Tamer, “a
criminal and gambler of Detroit,”
and wagering on the result of a
game. Taylor is out for life.

For assoclation witn Tamer Don
Gallinger of Boston Bruins was
suspended pending the result of
an investigation that may take
months.

In announcing the
Campbell emphasized:

1. No other N. H. L. players are
{nvolved.

2. No “fx” of a game was at-
tempted by any player.

Taylor New York property since
Feb. 6 but never a wearer of the
Ranger blue .in Madison Square
Garden expressed ‘“surprise” at his
home in Oshawa Ont, when in-
formed of the drastic action. He
sald he knew some persons active
in gambling but “I never have
been asked to bet on the outcome
of a game.”

In Boston. Gallinger asserted
that he is innocent and sald that
he plans to appeal Campbell’s rul-
ing “to ciear my name". He said
he had met Tamer “a cauple of
times” with the expelled Tayler.

Campbell said the 28-year-old
Taylor, who went to the Rangers
from Boston after service with
Toronto and Detrolt, “knowingly
associated with and commufcated
with James Tamer, a criminal and
known gambler.” Taylor also, the
N.H.L. president sald, placed a
$500. bet on Chicago with’ Tamer
on the outcome of the Black
Hawks - Boston Bruins game Ieb.
18. Boston won 4-2. .

The charge against Gallinger,
22-year-old Boston forward, was
that he had “associations” with
Tamer. Further investigation of
Gallinger's. case will be *‘vigorous-
1y pressed,” with the possibility of
reinstatement if he is proved in-
rocent.

Tamer’s arrest as a parole viol-
ator last month sent Campbell off
on an investigation that took him
to Chicago, New York, Detroit and
Montreal. He also visited Tamer
last week at Southern Michigan
prison.

In New York, Brig.-Gen. John
Reed Kilpatrick, president of Mad-
{son Square Garden, oOwner of
the Rangers, said thal team has
no intention of appealing Taylor's
expulsion.

However, there is no appeal a-
gainst Campbell’s decision. That
was decided upon by the N. H. L.
Board of Governors in 1846 as a
Pratt case.
Pratt, then with Toronto Maple
Leafs, was suspended for 16 days
in Pebruary of that year for bet-
ting on games. He was reinstaved.
The Board then changed the N
1. 1. constitution ellminating the
right of appeal for any player or
official found guilty of wagering
on the outcome of a game.

For four years, Taylor, rne
Car and Dave Schriner, }ormd
one of hockey's best forward limes.
For two wartime seasons he serv-
ed in the Oanadian Army then
returned for the 1045-46 N. H. L.
carpaign with the Leafs, He was
traded in October, 1946, to Detroit
Red Wings.

Last season Billy led the league

in assists—he compiled 46 —sand
was the third highest point scor-
er, behind Max Bentley and Mau-
rice Richard, with 63. He set a
Jeague record for assists in one
game with seven against the Black
Hawks in’ 147,

Gallinger, who will be 28 in Ap-

ers with 10 goals and 21 assists so
far this season. He has played
with the Bruins aince 1942 and
has compiled 08 goals and 88 as-
sists in regular league play and
five goals and aix assists in play-
offs.
