olini and Premier Nicholas Kallay
of Hungary on April 3, and Hitler
and Mussolini from April 7 to Ap-
ril 10.

Usual Nazi Tack

The German radio announce-
ment, which took the usual tack
of proclaiming “German-Ruman-
jan friendship and the unshakeable
fighting  spirit  of the tripartite
powers,” avoided any suggestions
underlying the uneasy problem Hit-
ler has in trying to reconcile the
bitter territcrial rivalry among Ru-
mania, Hungary and Bulgaria.

‘The explosive possibilities of this
rivalry are seen in reports of in-
creasingly frequent border demon-
strations as Rumanian patriots de-
mand the return of the transyl-
vanian district with which Hitler
bought Hungary's alliance and
southern Dobruja with which he
bribed Bulgaria early ir the war.
