OLDEST COININ THE WORLD.

Wonderful Shekel the Property of
Hermam Gottschalk.

What is said to be the oldest coln in
the world is a shekel now in the pos-
session of Herman Gottschaik of Chi-
cago.

This coin, it s said, was used in the
temple at Jerusalem, in the days of 4
King Solomon, as a token. It is the
only perfect one in existence. The
characters inscribed thereon are as
follows: On the first side, reading
from right to lei(, is “Shekel Haka-
foush,” signifying holy shekel. Em-
blazoned im the center is the star Mo-

gin David—or the shield of David—in
modern times called the star of Beth-
lehem. On the other side, also reading
from right to left, is “Jerusholajim,”
signifying Jerusalem.

The strangest thing in connection
with the ceim is that, while the body
is of a bronse gold alloy about 70 per
cent fine, the raised figures are pure
gold. The assay of the coin was tak-
en by Tiffany of New York, and even
the clever goldsmiths there were una-
ble to tell how the union of the letters
and the coln was effected.

The history of how it came into Mr.
Gottschalk’s possession 1s interesting.
From 1878 to 1882 he was interested
in collecting money for the relief of
the Jews persecuted im Roumania.
His success was large, and while onj
the trip te Hurepe to deliver the funds
he met Dr. Leopold Klein, chief rabbi
of Berlim. It was in reward for his
enthusiastie services in behalf of the

Roumanian Jews that Rabbi Klein
bequeathed to Mr. Gottschalk several
cherished  helrlooms, the gold holy
shekel and a Bible among others. On
the Bible, which is a rare illuminated
copy of the Old Testament in Hebrew,
are imprints of the holy shekel.

A Cleck With a RAistery.
Recently there was on sale in ¥din-
burgh an old eight day clock which has
a very interesting history. About a
century ago there lived at Bannock-
burn Betty Wilcox, the widow of an
English soldier who had fought at
Culloden. Her only son, a sailor, lay
fn a Russian prigon, the crew of his
ship having beex; captured by a cruiser
of Czar Alexander I. She knitted three
pairs of fine stockings and sent them
48 a present to the czar along with @
letter praying for her son’s release.
The parcel was intrusted to the cap:
tain of a ship salling from Alloa to the
Baltic, and the captain succeeded in
getting it presented to the ezar througth
a Scotrish physician, Sir James Wylie,
a favorite at court. 'The czar was
greatly moved at ‘the mother's peti-
tlon and at once set the sailor free,
dispatching to the widow a handsome
sum of money. With part of the mon-
ey she bought the clock and had paint-
ed on it scenes illustrating her son's
captivity,

Modern Khartum.
Khartum is yielding to the touch of
civilization. 1t is no longer a dust
beap, says a correspondent; it is a
riverside, European, half completed
city on the Blue Nile. Gordon's college
is nearly finished. At Omdurman, the
Dervish rival of Khartum and only
three miles distant, on the White Nile,
schools are at work, and among the
scholars are gray headed Sudanese. A
capital club, a large post office, fine en-
glneering works, many private houses
of officers and officials, nearly all with
gardens, a zoological garden and one
fine hotel, the Grand, line the riverside
for more than a mile already. The
native tribesmen carn daily wages in
Khartum as masons, bricklayers, ear-
penters, gardeners and laborers peace-
ably side by side, and in the twelve
villages a few native policemen pre-
serve order easily.

Umorowded Profesaions.

At the convention of the American
Medical association in New Orleans Dr.
Billings drew attention to the fact that
the medical colleges are graduating
annually from 10,000 to 12.500 physi
cians, when the actual needs of this
country call for only about 2.500. It
seems a pity that some of these gradu.
ates have not entered other profes-
sions that are not so crowded and can
offer better prospects of remuneration
Banitary engincering. naval architcc
ture and the comparatively new pro
fession of forestry, for instance, arc not
overcrowded, and there will soon he a
great demand for really competent nr-
tomobile engineers, men who combi:.e
with hanfcal ability a thororgh
